	NO FINAL DISBURSEMENT
(YCPM, 7,7, C, B)
Disbursement History
	A Type  Payment Code “1” has not been processed.
	The last voucher/invoice has not been paid. For vouchers the final voucher was paid as an interim payment (Type Payment Code “2”) instead of a final payment (if funds will remain in the ULO after payment of the final voucher the ACO may need to input the Type Payment “1” via input of the NLA G record). 

	BASIC BOA/IDIQ 
(Contract View Etool)
	Basic is eligible for closeout after all Orders are closed and once the Ordering Period expired. 
	Verify all Orders are closed. Check the Basic and mods for the Ordering Period. Ensure Ordering period has expired.

	NO FINAL INVOICE

	A “Z” shipment invoice has not been paid in MOCAS.

	May indicate the final voucher/invoice has not been paid; was paid, but “Z” indicator was missing; was voided; or was E’d. 

	OPEN ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE

	A credit memo or a demand letter is in MOCAS and has not been satisfied either through collection or offset. 
	Debt must either be satisfied or written off prior to contract closure. 

	OPEN ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

	An outstanding accounts payable balance exists in MOCAS. Invoiced coded “G” payable. 
	May indicate items have been accepted, but not paid for; or may highlight MOCAS discrepancies.  Must be researched prior to contract closure.

	INVOICE ON HAND
	An invoice with a reason code other than “F” (paid) or “E” (removed) exists in the MOCAS system. 
	An unpaid invoice is in MOCAS pending payment or problem resolution.


	UNPAID VOID
	A previously voided invoice has not been paid
	May indicate previously voided invoice still requires payment, but has not been resubmitted. 

	UNPAID “E”
	A previously E’d invoice has not been paid
	May indicate previously E’d invoice still requires payment, but has not been resubmitted. 

	CREDIT/BOC NOT MARKED ‘F’ PAID
	Credit invoice or Bill of Collection (BOC) coded “K” (Collection) has not been processed by DFAS
	ULO may not have been adjusted for credit/repayment by the contractor. When fully processed the “K” will be coded to “F” to indicate invoice/voucher was processed. 

	OUT OF SEQUENCE FINAL VOUCHER (BVN)
	Missing voucher number from the sequence paid means an interim voucher was not paid
	An interim voucher is missing and is not reflected as being paid (ex. BVN0001, BVN0003 are paid while BVN0002 is missing and has not been paid).  

	H-Stop and D-MACT
	Invoice/voucher coded H-Stop or   D-MACT requires these conditions be cleared before closeout. 
	H-Stop: Funds are on hold at funding station and need to be cleared so payment can be made.  D-MACT: Funds have canceled and require replacement in order to make payment. 


	
	CHECK YCU2 FOR FOLLOWING 
	

	ULO NOT ZERO
	The contract has reopened with an R5 Remark “REOPEN ULO NOT ZERO” due to missing data on the MOCAS appropriation tables.
	After all other flags have been cleared, remaining contract balances must be manually adjusted to zero prior to re-closure.

	WIP BALANCE
	The work in progress balance at the contract or ACRN level is not equal to zero, may be a positive or negative balance. 
	May indicate unliquidated progress payments or over-liquidated progress payments or a combination of the two at contract-level. 

	WITHHOLD BALANCE
	The withhold balance at the contract or ACRN level is not equal to zero, may be a positive or negative balance.
	Indicates unresolved withhold balance.  May have been held erroneously or has not been released yet.

	NULO/DWIP
	The contract has a Negative Unliquidated Obligation or a Debit Work-In-Progress balance, may occur at contract and/or ACRN-level.
	Contract requires reconciliation prior to closure to balance funds.  May result in demands or refunds being issued.

	OPEN LINES
	The quantity ordered is not equal to the quantity accepted on at least one line item
	May indicate undelivered or unaccepted items;  need for mod de-scoping contract line item;  quantity variance within or outside tolerances. LISSR is not balanced

	MISSING MOD
	Out-of-sequence mod number or mod in EDA not processed in MOCAS
	Applied Mod screen shows mod numbers are not sequential and missing mod is not explained in ACO Notebook Remarks.

	MISSING SHIPMENT
	Out-of-sequence or missing shipment not addressed in the ACO Notebook
	The Shipment Data in MOCAS reflects missing shipment number(s) that are not explained in the ACO Notebook Remarks.

	NUMERIC ACRN
	A numeric ACRN exists on the contract (excludes ACRNs used as holding ACRNs).  (Note: this is an out-of-date work-around process no longer in use.)

	Indicates merged ACRN(s) exist on the contract.  A 4-step adjustment must be made to return the ACRN balances to the original ACRN prior to contract closure.


	$.01 ACRN
	An ACRN with a $.01 balance exists on the contract.  (Note: this is an out-of-date work-around process no longer in use.)

	May indicate ACRN was adjusted using the “penny down” process to prevent canceled funds from being used in contract payments.  Adjustment must be reversed, restoring correct ACRN balance prior to contract closure.
