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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

     The low value/ low risk pilot successfully demonstrated DCMA’s ability to modify internal processes and adjust resources with little risk for our customers.  However, this pilot did not result in the degree of resource allocation that might be expected given the significant number of contracts that met the low risk/low value criteria.  This can generally be attributed to three factors; 1) many CMOs have already unilaterally disengaged from this work despite current policies; 2) many of these contracts are at critical suppliers where there is already a presence and; 3) some CMOs are more willing to assume risks than others.  

     A “step-function change” will not come by simply reducing contract management effort on the number of contracts we currently receive for management.  The step-function change desired will come only when the number of low value/low risk contracts delegated to DCMA for management is significantly reduced, for example when changes such as those identified in Mr. Wynne’s letter of September 13, 2002 are implemented.

     The pilot did demonstrate that opportunities for reallocation of resources to higher risk work could be realized through application of a structured risk identification approach to flag those contracts or contractors that can be  “managed by exception”.  The pilot also identified specific functional risk factors that DCMA can use to develop such a structured approach.  Use of these functional risk factors and “management by exception” concepts also resulted in identifying a substantial pool of contracts or contractors from which we could and should seek to disengage.  In our opinion, regardless of the results of the Wynne letter, the Agency should implement these concepts in order to be most risk-efficient at current and anticipated staffing levels.

     Additionally, the pilot test validated that DCMA provides a costly “clean up” role in support of our customers.  For example correction of MOCAS input errors, poorly written contracts, miscoded criticality indicators, chasing acceptance documents for destination acceptance contracts, and ODO management requirements drive activity and consume resources that can best be described as “low-value-added.”  If these issues can be addressed and corrected, further efficiencies are possible for the existing contract workload.

     In conclusion, DCMA cannot continue to provide the current level of contract management services on all contracts assigned to DCMA.  Without the significant change that would result from formalization of the concepts such as those contained in the Wynne letter, DCMA must take actions to reduce the current level of resources expended on low-value/low-risk contracts.

BACKGROUND

     In February and March, 2002, as BG Harrington’s Transformation Tiger Teams began generating step-function change ideas, several Tiger Teams proposed eliminating or minimizing resources expended on administering low dollar value contracts as a way to free up resources to administer higher-value, higher-risk contracts.  Responsibility for exploring these concepts ultimately fell to the Policy and Metrics Streamlining Tiger Team.  

     As the Policy and Metrics Streamlining Tiger Team began to explore concepts and ideas, it became apparent that the best way to minimize resources on low-dollar/low-value contracts was to eliminate them from the DCMA contract management inventory altogether.  However, at the time we believed the likelihood of this occurring was small so the Tiger Team set out to develop an approach that would minimize contract management effort on the existing contract pool.  To validate this idea, the team believed a “real-world” pilot test was needed.  The test was approved by the SLT and the Tiger Team developed desired outcomes, test criteria, and data requirements and identified the pilot sites.  

     The test officially began on June 1, 2002 and concluded on September 30, 2002.  At the conclusion of the test, each pilot site prepared a final report of test results and provided data based on the test criteria.  Each pilot site final report can be found at attachment 4.  The Tiger Team then evaluated the test results for all sites and consolidated them into this report.

TEST PURPOSE AND CONDUCT

     The overall objective of the pilot test was to determine if contract management activities currently committed to administering low-value/low-risk contracts could be minimized and resources made available for reallocation to higher risk contracts.  The test plan identified the specific goal as:

"At the selected pilot sites, perform contract management on low-value/low-risk, routine, Part B contracts, including ODO contracts that would otherwise be in Part B, by exception only."  (See attachment 1 for a definition of management by exception developed and used during the pilot test)

     Desired outcomes of the test were:

· Significant reduction of contract management effort on low-value/low-risk contracts (defined as Part B contracts and ODO'S that would otherwise be Part B contracts) and increased effort on high and moderate risk contracts and contractors by reallocating resources.

· Identification of areas where DCMA can engage with customers to facilitate disengagement from low-value/low-risk work.

· Identification of areas where FAR/DFARS waivers or DoD level approvals may be needed to facilitate further disengagement from low-value/low-risk work.

· Collection of data to validate redistribution of resources.

· Collection and identification of information that could cause DCMA to include or exclude categories of contracts or contractors as low-risk.

     The official test period was June 1 through September 30, 2002.  Pilot sites selected by the Districts were:

· DCMA Atlanta

· DCMA Dallas

· DCMA Indianapolis

· DCMA Philadelphia

· DCMA St. Petersburg

· DCMA Santa Ana

     Prior to beginning the test, data from MOCAS, PLAS, and RAMP were developed and provided by the PLAS Program Office for each CMO to use in developing its test plan.  Additionally, a representative of the Policy and Metrics Tiger Team visited each test site to brief the test plan, test data, and desired outcomes.

     The Policy and Metrics Tiger Team also developed a structured risk model for use during the test.  This was done to provide a risk baseline the test CMOs could use to determine low-value/low-risk contracts.  The model attempted to identify risk characteristics in each of the key functional areas, contract administration, product assurance, and schedule/delivery management.  The risk categories were describes as follows:

· Contract Risk:  Inherent risk of the contract due to such factors as:
· Contract Type

· Dollar Value

· Special Clauses/Provisions
· Product or Contractor Risk:  Products or services that present inherent risks or contractors who have demonstrated performance deficiencies

· Readiness Risk:  When the contract identifies urgency of need (e.g., DX rating or SCD A), warfighter readiness is an issue (e.g., aircraft on ground) or when customers have indicated an urgency of need (e.g., a request for acceleration).

     The specific elements of risk in each of the above categories are listed in attachment 2.

     Pilot sites were given maximum flexibility to design the test to best suit their CMOs needs and to provide fertile ground for generating as many good ideas as possible.  For example, they could choose to target contracts or contractors for management by exception or only involve certain portions of their CMO in the test.  The basic rules of engagement were:

1. Follow the established risk criteria

2. Honor all customer requests for assistance even if the contact was being managed by exception

     In July 2002, an in-Process Review (IPR) was held to share information on pilot test progress to date.  All pilot sites and Tiger Team members participated.   A summary of the IPR is:

· Results to date were encouraging

· CMOs were taking different paths so results varied

· Most conservative approaches were yielding 3 – 11% contracts managed by exception

· Most aggressive approaches were yielding 30% contracts and 25% contractors managed by exception

· Adjustments to the test criteria/conduct were needed

· Too many contracts could not be managed by exception because of Critical Application Item designation (single most significant issue)

· Risk criteria were adjusted to eliminate CAI as an automatic risk criteria

· Some CMOs decided to change to a “contractor” perspective, at least in part of their test
· A Better definition of management by exception was developed

· Different requirements drove contract management activities in the functional areas.  As a result, pilot CMOs decided to apply the management by exception concept “by function” to increase savings opportunity

· The test would continue to allow each CMO maximum flexibility to design their test

SUMMARY OF PILOT SITE RESULTS
     The low-value/low-risk pilot test resulted in direct labor reallocation opportunity that varied from negligible to approximately 13% at targeted contractor locations. This range of variability can be attributed to a number of factors including ongoing resource reductions, different surveillance starting points (already disengaged and employing some of the tools), contract or contractor make- up, and a reluctance to disengage from or change established contract management practices.  Test design and inability of PLAS to collect data below the CAGE level also contributed to the difficulty of pinpointing redistribution opportunities.  Two of the test sites could not compare data before and after the test because they began collecting data by CAGE concurrently with starting the test. 

     As expected, in no case was there total disengagement on a specific contract or from a specific contractor.  For example, some minimum contract receipt and review was performed and DD250's were signed and contract quality assurance was always accomplished as required.  In some instances, pilot CMOs did completely disengage from performing production and delivery surveillance on low-value/low-risk, criticality designator “C” contracts with no discernable impact to on-time delivery rates.  

     Although total disengagement was not possible under the criteria of this test, the pilot sites did demonstrate the ability to identify significant numbers of contracts or contractors, which pose little risk to our customers when we disengage to the extent possible.  The table below shows pilot CMO success in identifying low-value/low-risk contracts and contractors.  Projection of these results to the Agency population demonstrates substantial potential disengagement for DCMA.

     The degree of disengagement from low-risk/low-value contracts through application of "management by exception" was found to be functionally dependent.  That is, risk factors that drive activity in one function do not necessarily drive activity in other functions.  For example, the presence of progress payments in a contract will drive additional contract administration work but not necessarily delivery and quality surveillance.  Also, different timing of activities during the life of a contract drives different functions.  Therefore, potential saving appears to be the greatest when management by exception is applied by function, using the appropriate functional risk factors.

Business Functions:

     The contract administration, or business arena, presented the greatest opportunity for disengagement, but less opportunity for reallocation.  This is because the ACO team effort on these contracts is less significant than that in the other functional disciplines.  This can be mitigated somewhat by changes in current business rules that require certain actions occur on all contracts.  For example, manual hard copy tracking release is required even though 90% of contracts are now received electronically.  Automating this requirement will relieve the ACO teams of additional administrative burden.

     Each site employed some method of incoming contract prescreening to determine top-level sort contracts, based upon the risk criteria, into those that could be managed by exception and those that required full management.  This essentially recreated the old CAR Part A and Part B subdivisions.  This prescreening allowed the business team to focus on the business requirements of a much smaller set of contracts and ignore those that are unlikely to produce issues for the team unless something unusual occurs.  We believe that some prescreening methodology will facilitate reduced efforts in contract receipt and review.  Several of the sites developed automated screening applications, which were applied by contract and/or contractor.  These should be considered as best practices.  

Production Function:

     In the area of production surveillance there is significant potential for resource reallocation if our production and delivery surveillance activity is limited to SCD A and B contracts, contractors with known on-time delivery problems, and responses to customer inquiries. 

     We are not doing true production surveillance due to the volume of transactions we attempt to report.  Currently we query the contractor about delivery status and report their responses back to the customer.  We can do more value-added in the production effort if we focus on the customer's highest priority items.  The consensus opinion of the Tiger Team is that we should put effort against the SCD A and B items and CPSSs as, by definition, they are the customers’ higher priority.  However, it should be noted that contracts with SCD A and B represents a significant percentage (about 35%) of our low value contracts.   This means we will need to retain full production surveillance on a significant number of low-value contracts, which will result in less reallocation opportunity.

Quality Function:

     The greatest potential for resource reallocation is in the quality assurance area.  However, multiple barriers currently exist that limit this potential.  For example, most DLA contracts managed by DCMA cite "critical application item" (CAI) and inspection and acceptance at source.  

     Again, in no circumstance was there total disengagement in the quality area.  Technical requirements such as GSI, if specified on the contract, were considered to require action.  Each site attempted to employ tools such as expanded ARP, or to look at GSI as a strategy as opposed to a discrete event, however, QARs are generally uncomfortable changing their "normal" basis of acceptance if standard inspection and acceptance clauses are in the contract and they are held accountable for accepting product.  At some sites we found a strong reluctance on the part of the QAR to accept supplies without visiting the contractor facility and inspecting the product regardless of criticality or dollar value.  Until this reluctance changes or regulatory guidance is issued relieving the QAR of the requirement to sign a DD 250, we will have to allocate QA resources to low value/low risk contracts.  In spite of this, some test sites did identify a number of contractors that could be managed by exception and did attempt to reduce QA efforts to the minimum.  In those cases, it was still found that the majority of retained effort on LV/LR contracts was in the technical area, specifically quality.

     Much of the technical involvement was driven by a "CAI" designation.  For example, at DCMA Santa Ana, more than half the contracts received during the test period were coded as CAI.  At DCMA Indianapolis, excluding CAI as a risk indicator would have doubled the number of contracts managed by exception.   In studies undertaken during the test, the CAI designation was found to be inaccurate or unsubstantiated by supporting information in the vast majority of cases.  However, it’s clear that this designation still drives QAR behavior.  After the Tiger Team's first IPR several sites eliminated CAI as a risk criteria if the designation was not accompanied by additional quality assurance instructions or information.  As a result of this decision, DCMA St Petersburg was able to increase their percentage of contracts managed by exception from 12% to 57%. While the CAI designation by itself may not drive specific quality assurance actions it did have a chilling effect on QA behavior during the test.  Typically, the Quality Assurance Representative (QAR) interprets “critical application item” to mean that the contract is to receive attention over and above a non-critical item. However, unless there is further guidance, (e.g., Quality Assurance Letter of Instruction (QALI), technical data package reference, drawing call-out) the QAR will not know what is “critical” about the product nor will he will know how to tailor his oversight. In this case, if the contractor has good history, the QAR, in all likelihood, will handle the contract routinely, as though the CAI designation did not exist.  This fact becomes even more certain if the contractor is a distributor because the QAR is one step removed from the producer; thus, type, count, and condition inspection is likely to prevail.

     In addition, the “critical application item” designation appears frequently on orders that do not contain higher-level quality requirement clauses but do contain inspection and acceptance at source.  Another instance is when a contract is for a Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) item and designates “critical application item” as well as Government Source Inspection (GSI). The conventional wisdom in this case is a cynical “That’s how the PCO levies GSI on a contract without having to include a higher-level quality requirement.” 

     This situation places the burden of accepting risk on DCMA managers when the CAI designation is present without any other supporting data or clauses.  Assuming the managers wish to assign their work in accordance with sound risk management practices and in the absence of technical amplification from the PCO or contractor history dictating otherwise, the manager will most likely agree with the QAR’s designation as a low or medium-risk, routine contractor, despite the CAI designation.   

     To give “critical application item” real meaning to DCMA, customers must provide a consistent definition combined with a clear and consistent expectation, through use of appropriate clauses or by providing necessary data relative to what DCMA should do when a critical application item is identified.

Other Areas of Interest:

     There were ancillary findings resulting from this effort.  Specifically, the pilot helped to validate what our employees have often claimed; that we are often the "clean up crew" for the customer and DFAS.  The most significant example of this is the fact that we now have to treat formally part B contracts as part A to accommodate the "SAMMS" payment methodology.  While this may have been a cost effective solution for DLA, it did so at the expense of transferring those costs to DCMA in the form of additional administrative burden.  

     We also find ourselves in the situation of identifying and correcting contract or input errors or entering non-electronic contracts into MOCAS.  For example, several test sites found a substantial number of contract SCDs in MOCAS were incorrect.  Pilot site data indicates that approximately 20% of electronic contracts will not clear MOCAS validation due to errors while another 10% will arrive only in hard-copy form.  In both cases, significant work will be required by the CMO to correct and re-input the contract into MOCAS or scan the hard copy into EDW.

     Substantial effort is also required to develop and follow-up on DD1716s issued due to contract deficiencies.  For example, DCMA Philadelphia sent 13 requests to procurement offices to change inspection criteria.  There was an 85% non-response rate to these requests.

     We also found confusion and varying interpretations of DCMA requirements concerning archiving requirements for ODO contracts.  This was the result of ODOs being classified as Part “A” contracts even though DCMA does not have responsibility for payment or closure of these contracts.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Reduce the number of low-value/low-risk contracts delegated to DCMA for management:  The business rule changes for delegating contracts to DCMA outlined in Mr. Wynne’s memorandum of September 13, 2002, or some alternative should those business rules not be implemented, should be put into effect as soon as possible.  Eliminating the requirement to handle these contracts in any way will provide the best opportunity for reallocating resources to higher-risk contracts and programs and effectively manage our customers’ significant acquisition risks.  Although the pilot test demonstrated that efficiencies could be achieved through application of our low-value/low-risk criteria, true step function change will only be achieved through adoption of the Wynne letter or similar changes.

The following recommendations assume no change in current contract delegation practices.

2. Export Pilot Test Methods and Tools:  As a result of the pilot test, all test sites reported some level of savings or efficiencies as a result of managing low-value/low-risk contracts by exception.  While results varied, it is possible to collect the best methods and tools developed during the test and make them available for use agency-wide.  This could include use of the original test criteria with the following business some rule modifications such as:

· Perform management by exception on a functional basis

· Allow CMOs the flexibility to apply management by exception on a contract, contractor, or combination (hybrid) basis.

· Work with customers to develop definitions, contractual requirements, and expectations of DCMA when critical item application designations are used in their contracts.

· Do not perform production surveillance on contracts with SCD C unless a customer request (e.g., CPSS) is received or unless the contractor has known delivery delinquency problems of significant magnitude to warrant our involvement.

3. Address the reluctance of QARs to use alternative bases of acceptance:  If we must continue to manage contracts as we do today (e.g., the Wynne letter changes do not go into effect), the agency must work to overcome the reluctance of QARs to accept products or sign DD250s on low-value/low-risk contracts without inspecting the product.  This could include:

· Retrain the workforce and reemphasize the use of current alternatives to product inspection such as ARP, COC, and CSO.

· Request a policy change to allow the ACO to add the COC clause to a contract.

· Provide agency “top-cover” for quality assurance representatives when the inevitable escape occurs and the basis of acceptance was other than “hands-on” inspection.

See attachment 3 for a list of tools and CMO POCs.

4. Scanning Contracts Into EDW:  DCMA policy/guidance should be revised to stop the low-payback practice of scanning low-value/low-risk contracts received by hard copy or that reject from MOCAS into EDW.

5. Data Integrity Reviews:  Revise DCMA contract receipt and review policy to eliminate the requirement to conduct data integrity reviews on contracts determined by the CMO to be low-value/low-risk.

6. DCMA Policy on Archiving Contract Files:  DCMA policy on archiving contract files should be revised to minimize archiving requirements and clarified for CMOs who are currently employing widely varying practices (e.g., some CMOs archive ODOs, but many CMOs do not).

7. Preliminary Contract Screening:  The DCMA contract receipt and review process should be revised to provide for a “preliminary review” step, where the CMO could use risk-based screening (automated or manual) to quickly identify incoming contracts for management by exception.

8. Eliminate Manual Hard-Copy Relief Requirements in MOCAS:  MOCAS should be modified to automatically remove hard-copy tracking for low-value/low-risk contracts.

We recognize there are some potential long-term consequences of some recommendations.  To maximize the benefits of prescreening, it is necessary to eliminate the requirement to conduct data integrity screening.  This could result in additional back-end time on low dollar closeout as MOCAS corrections are made.  Additionally, the test was not of sufficient duration to accommodate delivery on a significant portion of the low value contracts in the test.  The effect on delivery performance is thus unknown.  Finally, if we move to total disengagement under these business rules, we could see a reduction in our knowledge of the contractor base.  Notwithstanding the above, benefits achieved through application of the test procedures Agency wide outweigh these potential consequences in our opinion.

ATTACHMENT 1

DEFINITION OF “CONTRACT MANAGEMENT BY EXCEPTION”

Contract Management:  Performing assigned preaward and postaward functions related to the administration of contracts. Specific administration functions are described in FAR part 42.

Management By Exception:  A management technique that recognizes corrective action can be delayed until problems arise.  If appropriate standards are set and risks understood, the potential cost of dealing with problems when they do arise will be less than the cost of active management.

Low-Value/Low-Risk Contract Management by Exception:  Minimizing active engagement in assigned postaward contract management functions on a subset of contracts that have been determined to be low-risk using the following risk assessment matrix:



Contract Administration Risk:  Contracts of low value (less than $100,000) and not containing complex clauses or provisions.



Product Risk:  Non-complex product or product with little risk of serious consequence should the product be deficient or high confidence in the contractor’s ability to produce conforming product based on production history.



Readiness Risk:  Product that has not been identified as required to meet a readiness requirement or confidence in the contractor’s ability to deliver the product on time based on delivery history.

The management by exception decision can apply to:



An individual contract (all functions)



Specific functions of an individual contract

All contracts at specific contractors

–Hazardous Materials, Munitions, or Explosives

–Specialized Safety 

–Navy Special Emphasis (e.g., Level 1 Sub-safe or NNPP) 

–Nondestructive test

–Demilitarization 

–Space/Satellite 

–Nuclear

Readiness Risk

Readiness risk factors that would result in a full contract management decision:

–DX rated contract

–Criticality designator “A” or “B” contracts

–Identified by the customer as a readiness item (marked, coded, or indicated to meet AOG, MICAP, etc.)

–Requested by the customer subsequent to contract award (e.g., CPSS or from an Emergency Supply Operations Center (ESOC) at DLA buying centers)

–Readiness Item (identified through submission of a CPSS or other communication)

–High delivery delinquency rate as determined by the CMO

Absent any of these factors, the contract, contractor or function is eligible to be managed by exception

Executive Summary:

The Pilot Test conducted at DCMA Dallas was judged to be moderately successful.  We did show a potential for reducing or shifting resources from Low Value/Low Risk (LV/LR) to higher risk work.  The most significant outcome as a result of planning and conducting the test was the development of an automated process to accomplish contract receipt and review. This tool is programmable to segregate and dispose of incoming contracts that are judged not to be cost effective for certain contract management functions and would not warrant expenditure of DCMA resources for administration. In the course of conducting the test, it was quickly determined that the greatest savings would be realized by disengaging on a contract by contract basis for ACO/CAs and from contractors operations for other functional disciplines. Further, it was realized later in the test that the degree of disengagement is more precisely accomplished if separate rules for disengagement actions are written for each functional element; contracts, quality and production. The primary reason for this conclusion is because of the different timing of activities during the life of a contract that drives the different functions. But also, tailoring of the disengagement rules is necessary depending on what drives the risk of poor contractual performance.  


Clearly, disengagement is not a unilateral DCMA determination and significant changes in the contracting process at the buying activity end will be necessary if DCMA is to accomplish significant disengagement. Routinely designating items, as "Critical application" was a significant factor for determining DCMA level of engagement, but many items were not possible to valid regarding the attributes, which made them "Critical". The DLA supply activities contracts were almost universal in their designating the items being procured as Critical Application Items.


The most prevalent barrier to disengagement of the DCMA Quality Assurance function is the requirement to sign a DD250 on acceptance of product. Further, the pilot was severely constrained in its effectiveness due to strong reluctance on the QAR part to accept any supplies without visiting the contractor and inspecting the product, regardless of criticality or dollar value. This has some affect to the data collected during the pilot.


Overall, the data collected during the pilot did show impacts from the LV/LR disengagement approach, however, based upon the time frame available to collect results and the inherent inertia to change past practices, the results are mixed. DCMA Dallas feels that the true value of the pilot program lies in the constructs used to execute and the potential to build on these ideas and initiatives. Another limiting factor in the data results is due to a long-standing policy in DCMA Dallas regarding placement of contractors on Alternate Release Procedures (ARP). Many of the contractors identified as candidates for disengagement during the LV/LR pilot had already been placed on ARP based on existing Risk Management guidelines. 


Background of Test:


BG Harrington's Policy and Metrics Tiger Team briefing that established the parameters for the pilot stated the objective for this test as follows: 


"At the selected pilot sites, perform contract management on low-value/low-risk, routine, Part B contracts, including ODO contracts that would otherwise be in Part B, by exception only." 


In March 2002, DCMA Dallas volunteered to be one of the Pilot/Test sites to examine ways to reduce oversight and administration of LV/LR contracts assigned to DCMA Dallas for administration. The Policy and Metrics Tiger Team provided the guidelines for the review.


The end purpose for conducting the pilot tests is to test various means for refocusing contract administration efforts. Specific desired outcomes of the test, as provided by the Tiger Team, are re-stated below:


1. Application of scarce functional resources to high risk contracts.


2. Significant reduction of contract management effort on low-value/low-risk contracts (Part B contracts and ODO'S that would otherwise be Part B contracts) and increased effort on high and moderate risk contracts and contractors.


3. Reallocation of DCMA resources from low-value/low-risk contracts to higher risk work.


4. Identification of areas where we can engage with customers to facilitate disengagement from low-value/low-risk work.


5. Identification of areas where FAR/DFARS waivers or DoD level approvals may be needed to further facilitate disengagement from low-value/low-risk work.


6. Collection of data to validate redistribution of resources.


7. Collection and identification of information from customers that may cause us to include or exclude categories of contracts or contractors as low-risk.


The terminology was defined for the levels of contract management being tested:


· Fully Managed (FM) - Full-service and 1-Book compliant.


· Managed By Exception (MBE) - Risk based, streamlined, exception to 1-Book requirements. Apply minimal contract management resources until and unless something occurs that causes the contract/contractor to move to the full contract management category.


Description of DCMA Dallas Test Environment:

General


DCMA Dallas is a Geographic CMO with responsibilities for Contract Management for all assigned DOD contracts within North/West Texas and the States of Oklahoma and Arkansas.  The contract base averages 9000 active contracts with an UN-liquidated dollar amount in excess of $3 Billion. The CMO is currently organized around three Streamlined Commands, one headed by a military officer 05 and two by civilian GS-14 commanders.  Of the 9000 active contracts in the base, approximately 85% of those are for less than the simplified purchase threshold of $100K and a majority of those small dollar contracts (around 55%) are “Other Disbursing Office” (ODO) vehicles from the DLA purchasing centers.  The vast majority of the contracts are Inspection and Acceptance at origin. There are around 600 active suppliers at any given time.


Discussion of ODO Contracts


Historically, the ODO exception was rarely used. When it was, it was for a large complex contract being paid by other than DFAS Columbus, often a service payment office.  This changed in early 1998 when DCMA began receiving a large number of low-value DLA, ODO contracts.  In October 1998, nearly 50% of the active contracts being administered by DCMA were ODO contracts and nearly all of those were low-value DLA contracts.  While that number has gone down in the ensuing four years to 35% today, it still represents an inventory of nearly 100,000 low-value, and presumably low-risk contracts that DCMA must manage at any given time.  During the first month of the "pilot" we looked at which buying offices had issued the majority of the low value/low risk contracts.  The results showed that DLA was the "big" customer and in particular, three centers (Phil, Richmond, & Columbus). 


Preparations for the Test


Upon being notified in March 2002 that Dallas would be a test site, we immediately began to plan strategies.  PLAS reporting by CAGE code feature was activated with the expectation that the pilot would be starting 1 May. We reviewed the criteria provided by the Tiger Team for conducting the pilot and decided to design an automated filter that would screen incoming contracts for specific attributes (MOCAS coding) that would differentiate incoming contracts as candidates for "fully managed" or "managed by exception" under Pilot Program rules. The criteria, as stated in the Tiger Team report, for full contract administration were programmed into an ACCESS database (screening tool) that formed the basis for Phase I of the DCMA Dallas Pilot Program.


Program Team


The Pilot Program team was formed late May 2002 by designating points of contact in the Operations Groups who would be responsible to implement the intent of the Business Rules for the Pilot at the field level. A "core" team was formed using principle elements of TAG knowledgeable in specific areas of contract administration and data base management to plan and provide the guidance necessary to execute the Pilot Program.

Description of Test Process at DCMA Dallas:


Discussion


The test process at DCMA Dallas had two distinct phases. The first phase was governed using business rules written in accordance with Tiger Team criteria. This approach allowed us to collect data regarding disengagement given these conservative guidelines and to baseline for measurement of improvements attributable to initiatives created during the pilot program. An assessment of the results of Phase I, done in late June, showed that further changes would be necessary. In order to increase the contracts eligible for management by exception, Phase II business rules were written that allowed significant departure from established norms used for planning CAS surveillance at DCMA Dallas.

Automated "screening tool" for incoming contracts


Initially, we developed a sequential process to compile a list of contracts that would be Management by Exception (MBE). A database using "MS-ACCESS" was developed and programmed to automatically filter incoming contracts. It separates out those contracts containing valid requirements for Fully Managed (FM) acquisition contract management. The algorithms for this filtering are based on coding contained in the MOCAS system that corresponds to the Tiger Team provided criteria. In effect, this is a first step - contract receipt and review process. The filtering process resulted in a population of contracts that needed additional review by operational functional specialist because not all elements of the filtering criteria are coded in the MOCAS database. These contracts were routed to a shared drive, accessible to all DCMA Dallas personnel. It was agreed that updates would be available daily during the Pilot time frame. Field personnel went into the database and manually reviewed the contracts for inclusions that would further increase the numbers of contracts fully managed. 


The final filtering tool has these specific characteristics:  The process includes a COGNOS Impromptu report used to extract data from the Shared Data Warehouse database on a daily basis. The data is imported into an ACCESS database that removes all contracts with a Date Received prior to 01 June 2002, and are not in Section 1 / Part A or B. Any changes in existing contracts in the database are also updated along with adding any new contracts received. The latest RAMP ratings for schedule and performance for each contractor are also extracted each day. Contracts that are no longer in Section 1 are copied to another database. Contracts that are candidates for MBE as a result of the screening are then placed on the "S" shared drive for field review.


Assumptions for PHASE I of the Pilot Program


· All criteria provided by the Tiger Team for causing a contract to be FM are applied to incoming contracts in order to exclude these from any disengagement actions.


· Disengagement (MBE) should occur at the contract by contract level.


The Business Rules for conduct of Phase I are Attachment A. 


The Business Rules were later modified (Business Rules Update - Attachment B) to state; A "Critical Part Designation" will not cause a contract to be FM unless the contract is accompanied by, or closely followed by a QALI, QAP or some specific requirement directly from the buying office.


Discussion


The Tiger Team Report states that; "Contracts entered into Part A of MOCAS are expected to require extensive contract management because of special requirements contained within the contract.  Reasons for contracts to be entered into Part A include; 1) contract value is $100,000 or greater; 2) contract requires certification of completion by the ACO (flexibly priced contracts) or; 3) FFP contracts valued at less than $100,000 that meet certain criteria." These criterion are listed below.  For Phase I of the Pilot Test, all the above criteria were used to segregate out contracts requiring full contract administration.   Only one of these criteria was not codified in MOCAS (Classified Contract or Attachments).  During the first month of the pilot, we required examination of all contracts for this criteria but did not encounter any, therefore we stopped looking for it.


· DMS Rating DX


· Property Administration provision


· Small/Disadvantaged Business provision


· Non-DOD, reimbursable contract for ACO or multifunctional assignment


· Patent Rights provision


· Special Tooling provision


· Spares Provisioning requirements


· Un-priced order

Lessons Learned from PHASE I


1. The Tiger Team provided criteria was too restrictive to accomplish significant disengagement of the DCMA Dallas business base (approximately 3% of incoming contracts) and would require changes to increase the numbers of contracts relieved of FM.


2. Disengagement at the contract level for all functions did not show promise of any significant resource savings or flexibility to reassign personnel.


3. Disengagement contract by contract had different impacts to each functional area (QA, IS, ACO/CA) and became overly complicated due to the inherent working interaction between these functional personnel.


4. A significant number of contracts were Other Disbursing Office (ODO) that were categorized Part A, but met the criteria for categorizing as Part B (low dollar - low risk).  The fact that they were ODOs did not, of itself impact the process but many of these contained criteria such as Critical Part designations, that drove engagement.


5. Significant changes were called for, thus we established PHASE II.


Assumptions for PHASE II of the Pilot Program


· Business personnel only perform Contract Receipt and Review (CRR) on  those contracts that have special coded remarks or are above the SPT.


· QA reviews of contracts and subsequent surveillance activities are oriented to manufacturers and are adjusted for risk based decisions regardless of dollar value.


· Industrial Specialists focus fully managed contract activities on surveillance criticality A and B suppliers, delivering critical items.


· For technical functions, the focus is shifted to disengagement from suppliers instead of partial disengagement based upon contract by contract attributes.


The business rules for PHASE II are at attachment C.

Discussion


Having begun the test with the notion that LV/LR meant the same thing regardless of function, it soon became apparent that this was not the case. It means distinctively different things to each of the functional areas that deal with contracts, delivery schedules and supplier quality. In other words, reduction of effort has a different starting and ending point for each of the functional disciplines. Therefore, the Pilot Program business rules for the functional areas were modified as follows:


ACO/CA Functions

The starting points have to do with those things originally conceived of, i.e., simplified purchase threshold (SPT), and special coded remarks. For PHASE II the database filtering tool was modified to filter all incoming contracts for these criteria and sort them into two piles; those requiring CRR; and those that don't have any criteria that would trigger the need for CRR.


Quality Assurance Functions


The QA functions are supplier-oriented verses contracts-oriented. It was, therefore, concluded that labor on suppliers is better spent where product is being manufactured rather than where the supplier mostly purchases the supplies (distributors). An additional database was constructed predicated on the supplier being a manufacturer or non-manufacturer. The intent being that contracts are reviewed for a manufacturer by QA but contracts are not reviewed for a non-manufacturer.


Additional Quality Assurance Modifications


The QA functions were permitted to change the baseline by adding contracts from non-manufacturers where there are justifiable concerns or reasons and remove contracts from manufacturers with proven good systems. This was intended to maximize the time spent for planning surveillance over systems where DCMA has the greatest chance for effecting change/improvement to the end item.


Industrial Specialists Functions

A baseline was established that separated suppliers by criticality indicators A or B (routinely) and those that do not. The underlying notion being that DCMA surveillance should be driven to those suppliers with a history of priority or critical shipments. For those suppliers that have A or B contracts, all schedules are included in the metrics and all contracts are to be reviewed upon receipt. Suppliers are fully managed to the One Book guidance according to the FAR requirements for criticality designators A or B. Suppliers not receiving contracts with criticality designators A or B do not have their contracts reviewed. Therefore,  their schedules do not feed into the local metrics. No surveillance of the suppliers' delivery system is required nor is there a requirement to contact the supplier for delivery status.  


Additional Industrial Specialists Modifications


The Industrial Specialists are also permitted to adjust the baseline to include or exclude suppliers based upon delivery performance or changes in criticality baselines for given suppliers.


Specific Screening Tool Changes:


The criterion for initial screening (contract receipt and review) using the MS-ACCESS tool was modified to tailor the output to the three functional elements. Subsequent to the initial contract receipt, the following additional queries are made:


EXAMINING FOR CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION


· A contract administration query identifies those contracts that meet at least one condition identified by the pilot program guidelines for requiring "Full Management"


· A second contract administration query then identifies those contracts that do not meet any of the conditions.

EXAMINING FOR PRODUCTION SURVEILLANCE


· The latest RAMP ratings for schedule and performance for each contractor are extracted each day


· The production surveillance function is set up to identify contractors as either Actively Managed or Not Actively Managed and a query generates a separate list of contracts for each.


· Contractors identified as not actively managed have a table of contracts that that is exported to the On Time Delivery and Delay Notice databases to remove all schedules associated with these contracts.


EXAMINING FOR QUALITY ASSURANCE FUNCTIONS


· The Quality function is set up to identify each contractor as Actively Managed or Not Actively Managed.


· For those contracts requiring a technical review in the Actively Managed set, a contract review form is used to document certain technical requirements found during the contract review.


· For contracts listed in the Not Actively Managed set, the current contractor RAMP rating for performance is available to assist the QAR in determining if a contractor should have its' contracts subjected to a technical review.


· There is a forced review of all contracts regardless of dollar value or current management category that have Navy Nuclear, First Article, Demil, or Explosives criteria.


Lessons Learned from Phase II


1.  Critical Application Items - We discovered, for instance that the most


prevalent technical reason for identifying a contract as Fully Managed was the marking of the contract cover “critical application item”.  That marking occurs on a majority of the low dollar contracts.


2.  We also noticed that ODO contracts were showing up with "special" codes


or criteria and criticality designation or application.  Typically, these were previously Part B contracts and should not have special requirements. The data indicate that the same contractor can have contracts for the same types of items some with "special" codes or criteria and some without.  


Results of Test

· Results of Test - Resource Redistribution 


Following are the potential Resource redistributions for each functional discipline with projections to the annual population of contracts managed along with the methodology used to develop each estimate.  Keep in mind that these are only estimates and projections based on the outcomes from this time-limited pilot.  Our actual PLAS hours did not indicate reductions of any significant amount during the test in terms of reduced hours in one cage code versus increased hours for another.  Therefore, there is no evidence that actual redistribution can occur without additional impetus in the form of reduced or eliminated requirements.  We did see an actual shifting of hours away from PLAS code 031A during the test which does correlate to fewer initial review actions taking place as a result of our initial filtering tool particularly for the business disciplines.  The bottom line – we do see potential for redistribution that could be significant, however without addressing removing or changing requirements such as DD 250 affirmation of part acceptability by the QAS or chasing schedules from contract to contract by ISs, there is little confidence that  the numbers projected in this report would be in any way realistic other than for initial receipt and review.  Quite possibly, the change in 031A is the only verifiable shift that would be realized.


ACO Function: 1102 Series


Process:  Contract Receipt and Review


PLAS Code: 031A


Redistribution: 6,770 hours Annually


Calculation: (Pretest Average of 2,493 hrs) – (Pilot Test Average of 1,933 hrs) = 560 hrs x projected 12 Months = 6,770 hours / (1 FTE of 1760 hrs) = 3.8 FTEs


Methodology: The savings are captured up front when a new contract is received that meets the “exception” criteria. A majority of the 1102 effort is done on Process 031A Contracted Receipt and Review.  An ACO/CA can find the ‘exception” contracts through the LV/LR contracts database, then go to EDW and release those contracts that are Low Value/Low Risk without reviewing the contracts.  Processing of modifications and close out actions will continue for all contracts.


The recommended resource redistribution for the ACO function is based on a pretest average of PLAS hours for this process.  Four months of actual Pilot PLAS data used to projected annual workload.


Quality Assurance Function: 1910 Series


Process: Supplier Quality Assurance


PLAS Code: 085


Redistribution: 19 FTEs (max)


Calculation and Methodology: The domain for the calculations consists of all contractors for which at least one contract was received during the study (June-September).  In terms of performance opportunity, regardless of actual hours spent, the opportunity or need to take actions were reduced by 41% (1562 contracts determined to be not actively managed / 3840 total contracts) in terms of contracts received and 39% (120 contractors determined to be not actively managed / 309 total contractors) in terms of contractors actively managed.  Considering that 49 Quality Assurance Specialists serve the 309 contractors represented in the 4-month test, the full time opportunity to perform would have been or 26,589 man-hours / 309 facilities = 86.05 man-hours per facility, where 26,589 man-hours = 49 QASs x 542.64 hours.  (In this computation, 542.64 = 680 hours available during the test x 79.8% adjustment for leave.  Total DCMA Dallas civilian leave reported in PLAS during FY02 was 20.2% of total hours.)  Considering that there were 120 contractors determined to be not actively managed, the total opportunity for reduction of time spent in those facilities would be 120 x 86.05 = 10,326 man-hours for the test divided by 542.64 hours available for each QAS during the test = 19.0 FTE reduction in QAS effort (= -38.8%).  It should be noted that this estimate should be considered a maximum value for reduction, since it assumes that all contractors require the same amount of effort.  In fact, we have no credible evidence from PLAS that there has been any movement of hours away from the not actively managed facilities.  The reason for this is that this has been a test and results are driven by rules and regulations that have not been relieved, such as the requirement to sign DD250s and mandatory inspections.


Industrial Specialist Function: 1150 Series


Process: Schedule and Delivery Management


PLAS Code: 086 and 031A


Redistribution:  10,980 Hours Annually


Procurement Clerk Function: 1106 Series


Process: Schedule and Delivery Management


PLAS Code: 086 and 031A 


Redistribution: 3,514 Hours Annually 


Calculation and Methodology: The calculation consists of all contractors, which received at least one criticality designator A, or B contract during the pilot study (June-September 02).  Contractors who typically received A or B contracts were fully managed for schedule and delivery. This resulted in managing all contracts assigned to those contractors regardless of criticality designator.  A total of 4,822 were received and of those 1,098 (23%) were determined to be managed by exception. Full schedule and delivery functions are performed on 3,724 (77%) contracts.  A review of Test PLAS data indicates that the majority of the 1150 Industrial Specialist and 1106 Procurement Analyst time (95%) for FM contracts were expended on the process 086 (Schedule and Delivery Management) and 031A (Contract Receipt and Review). Since this AO had only one month of pre-test PLAS data by cage; no correlation could be made to determine the average changes when compared to post-test PLAS data. A different approach was instead taken to determine re-distribution of man-hours, which otherwise would be expended on “exception” contracts.  


Considering that 22 journeyman level Industrial Specialists (1150 series) and 7


Procurement Clerks (1106) were on board during the test period.  The total number of man-hours available by both series during the test was determined and an average of man-hours per contracts received was calculated. 


For 1150s a total of 9,680 man-hours would be available during the test (4 months) to perform schedule and delivery functions on 3,724 contracts with an average of 2.5 hrs per contract.  There were 1,098 contracts that were not actively managed which equates to 1,098 contracts X 2.5 hours = 2745 man-hours for redistribution.  


For the 1106 series a total of 3080 man-hours would be available during the test to perform Schedule and Delivery management functions on 3,724 contracts with an average of .80 hours per contracts. There were 1,098 contracts that were not actively managed which equates to 1,098 contracts X .80 hours = 878 man-hours


for redistribution.


 The total hours available for redistribution are the extreme and are predicated on the assumption that the managed by exception contracts would require the same effort as actively managed contracts. In reality this is not true since Low Risk contractors would require minimal 1150 or 1106 effort.  Also, these estimated hours do not take in to account the hours (5%) expended on other related processes.


· Additional Test Data (None)


Conclusions/Recommendations

· Overall conclusions from conduct of the test


1. Application of scarce functional resources to high risk contracts: We demonstrated that with the use of automated filtering, much “touch” labor associated with separating routine from potentially higher risk contracts/contractors could be reduced or eliminated all together.  Thus, functional resources can be devoted to dealing with the potentially higher risk work. 

2. Significant reduction of contract management effort on LV/LR contracts/contractor: Likewise, we have shown that most, if not all effort on LV/LR contracts and/or contractors can be reduced. This can be done by application of our automated filtering tool and through application of "business rules" governing the identification of contracts/contractors as LV/LR for each major functional discipline.


3. Reallocation of resources from LV/LR contracts to higher risk work: It follows that reducing the efforts in LV/LR contracts/contractors would permit reallocation of resources from low value/low risk work to higher value/risk work.  We did not move personnel during this pilot due to geographical and monetary constraints that would have to be addressed in order to make movement possible.


4. Identification of areas where we can engage customers to disengage from LV/LR work: We made some efforts to identify areas where customers might be engaged to reduce their requirements for our services on LV/LR contracts. But, due to the uncertain nature of the future of our efforts and the fact that another Tiger team was dealing with customer interface issues, we decided not to pursue this area with any vigor. 


5. Identification of areas where FAR/DFAR waivers may be needed to disengage from LV/LR work: Most of what we identified is “doable” within the current FAR/DFAR guidance.  Some far-reaching changes were discussed among us but we saw little hope of getting those approved.  For instance, the FAR should be changed so that it no longer establishes the I&A point in a contract or requires a DD 250. Ownership issues could be handled by FOB designation. The need for government inspection would be up to the cognizant CMO based on their risk determinations for the successful bidder.   DCMA would then be responsible for its determination of supplier risk and could be rated on its success through the cost/schedule and quality of the goods from ‘approved’ sources (Our approved sources should provide better service and goods than those we do not approve or have not rated)


6. Collection of data to validate redistribution of resources: We collected data to show that we did reduce hours spent in contract receipt and review, and we have data on the numbers of suppliers and contracts that were considered to be LV/LR by virtue of the rules we established.  Of course, since we were not able to move persons or to reduce our numbers based on test results, actual savings or shifts in resources have not been demonstrated; only a good potential has been shown.  We did not pursue categories of contracts or contractors with our customers.  We did however, establish rules based on categories of contracts and contractors respective of the functional disciplines involved in our test.


7. Collection and identification of information from customers that may cause inclusion or exclusion of contracts or contractors as low risk:  This was not specifically addressed in our test.


· Any shortcomings in the test criteria or conduct


As tests go, this was not a test as much as it was a developmental project.  There was no specific target other than to see if we could “reduce” resources.  Therefore, it is expected that results from DCMA Dallas will not correlate to any other pilot CMO results.  The overall conclusion will not be conclusive.


· Any unexpected or negative impacts as a result of the test 


1. We decided not to change our EDW distributions for this test since there was such a short test duration and since we were changing over to version 3.0 of the EDW during the test.  We did instruct the test participants with regard to EDW and what they should do to release contracts from their boxes.


2. Under the LVR business rules, Delay Notices were not issued against “management by exception” contract schedules.  There is a potential for negative impact on the Performance Plan Metric 1.4.3 Delay Notice Coverage. 


3. There is a negative impact on the MOCAS data integrity effort.  Under the LVR business rules no contract receipt and review is done for “management by exception” contracts by the ACO/CA function. With the exception of payment actions and customer request there is total contract administration disengagement for these contracts.  Also, the Industrial Specialist is not required to do schedule and delivery management for these contracts. The MOCAS data does accurately reflect real time data and there is a definite potential for an increase in “paper delinquencies”.  Depending on the Pilot outcome, we may be experiencing an extended clean up effort in the future.  


4.  Under the Under the LVR business rules pilot, “management by exception” contracts were exempted from one book requirements. Key areas impacted were Supplier Risk Management assessments, Contract Receipt and Review, EDW and Schedule and Delivery Management.


5.  A change of a contractor’s processes or new items being produced to the Government may be over looked for those contractor not actively managed.

· Benefits derived from the test


We did develop a useful tool to filter incoming contracts for identifiable criteria that would require contract administration effort other than actions to move it from section 1 to section 2.  The major risk involved with the tool is that it relies on MOCAS data to be accurate, which is not always the case.  We did consider this risk to be acceptable although ever present.  We also gained some benefit by developing rules to address each functional area (contracts, quality and production) and their respective risks.  We learned that what is risk to one is not necessarily risk to the other.  Therefore, we addressed risk to the business group through application of the automated tool to identify risk adverse contracts versus risk neutral. For QA we developed rules concerning supplier risks such that a supplier could be viewed as a risk for all contracts or not a risk for all contracts regardless of dollar value or type. For production we developed rules around delivery performance associated with readiness issues.  A supplier could be rated as a risk for its delivery performance if it delivers readiness items regardless of the dollar value or nature of its contracts.  We also defined major suppliers, those with major systems development efforts as being excluded from this test, and possibly from this scheme entirely since theirs’ is a program managed world not really driven by individual contracts orders or deliveries.


· Changes in customer behavior, positive or negative, or other customer issues identified during the test.


We noticed that ODO contracts were showing up with "special" codes or criteria and criticality designation or application.  The data indicate that the same contractor can have contracts for the same types of items some with "special" codes or criteria and some without.  Several contracts were issued to distributors that first article requirements  

· Areas needing further study


We need to carry-on with the foundation that was laid during the test to see if we are able to actualize some of the resource adjustments we presume are possible.  We must stress, however, that our presumed “savings” are based on the premise that requirements attendant to Low Value/Low Risk contracts can be removed.  In reality, as long as we have those documents for administration, there will always be a need for someone in DCMA to react to them in some manner i.e., issuing modifications or signing DD 250s or responding to CPSSs etc.  This work will not end just because we deem the work to be LV/LR.  Unless HQ establishes clearly that none of this effort is required for LV/LR contracts or those contracts are removed from our workload, the savings will not be as great as the data portrays.  In fact, our experience with past programs such as IQUE, where we introduced the idea of ARP to reduce our QA efforts failed to achieve the desired savings because we did not remove the requirements (DD 250 signature and the affidavit by the QAS).  It should also be pointed out that even if LV/LR contracts are changed to destination I and A and administration is retained by the purchasing office, the work associated with contract closure and transfer of ownership (DD 250s) will still have to be done by someone unless those requirements are removed from the FAR/DFARs.  If those requirements were removed from the statutory guidance, perhaps it would be beneficial then to talk about moving the micro-purchase limits upwardly and mandate use of the credit cards for purchases below $250,000.00 instead of issuing contracts?


· Overall recommendations 


We would recommend that DCMA adopt business rules such as we established either now or after an additional period of “proofing” and improvement.  We definitely recommend automating initial CRR using a tool like the one we created.

Attachment B: Business Rules Update Phase I


Business Rules Update:


This update is to clarify some issues that have surfaced.  If there are still concerns/situations, please contact your local POC for the pilot so that these issues can also be addressed or additional guidance provided.


FMS and W contracts being coded as Full Management:  The steering committee decided that these contracts should not be considered as Fully Managed.   In the case of the FMS contracts, a courtesy copy of the contracts should still go to transportation and if a W contract is not shipped on the scheduled date, appropriate actions will have to be taken.  But for purposes of the pilot, they will not be considered as Fully Managed.


Contracts, once categorized as either Fully Managed or Managed by Exception, should remain in that category.  They should not be moved from one to the other during the pilot.  If an action e.g., modification, is required on an Exception contract, that modification should be issued.  If no modification or action is required on the Exception contracts, they should not have to be “touched” or even recognized during their lifetimes by the CA/ACO/CMA etc.  


DD 250 signature issue:  DFAR requires that a Government Representative will sign payment copies of all DD 250s for Origin inspected/accepted shipments.  Even under ARP and CoC “rules”, the payment copies must be signed.   There is no provision for accepting product at the Origin without a government signature on the acceptance document.   The pilot program does not give us the authority for changing this policy for those contracts we designate as “By Exception”.   Therefore, we expect that DD 250s will continue to be signed under the surveillance processes that we have established.  We don’t expect the Fully versus Exception contract decisions in and of themselves, to change the established practices for our contractors.


In situations where the contractor may not be on ARP but all of its contracts are “by exception”, we should reexamine our risk determinations for that supplier.  If we have compelling reasons for not placing the supplier on ARP, these should be noted in the RAMP.  If there are no compelling reasons for not placing the supplier on ARP, we should put it on ARP.  If we determine that there is no need for us to establish any surveillance because the product is of the nature of a COT or being offered through a distributor or some similar situation and destination I&A would be more appropriate for that supplier, we should move to get that accomplished for future contracts.


Critical Part Designations on the Contracts – This is a reversal of previous guidance.   The stamping or typing of the words or similar statements, “Critical Part” shall not cause the contract to be considered Fully Managed unless that contract is accompanied by, or closely followed by a QALI, QAP or some specific requirement directly from the buying office.  Without specific PCO/Buying office guidance, there is nothing that we should be expected to do outside of our normal surveillance for a given contractor.  Stamping or writing critical part on the contract is not specific guidance.   No action is required for those contracts that have already been reviewed.  We will take care of those changes from 1200 Main St.  On future contracts reviewed, please refrain from categorizing contracts as fully managed due to critical part markings on the contracts.


In determining a readiness risk factor for “high delivery rate”, only those contractors who have 15 or more shipments monthly will be considered.  It’s up to the Industrial Specialist to conduct an assessment to determine high delinquency rate.

Attachment C: Business Rules for Phase II


DCMA Dallas Low Value/ Low Risk Pilot—Phase II Business Rules



(Revision 2)


During the week of 8 Jul 2002, an in-process review was held at DCMA Dallas with representatives from all test sites and the “Tiger Team” chartered to run the pilot in attendance.  We discussed the results thus far and concluded that some significant changes will occur as we plan for the remainder of the pilot program.  These changes will be implemented as “ Phase II” of the pilot.  To summarize, we will remove from the ‘Fully Managed’ reasons list “Critical Application Part” markings (if they are truly critical, there will be an accompanying QALI explaining what we are to do that is peculiar to the critical part).  We will continue to honor specific customer requirements such as delegations/QALIs. It was also concluded among the majority of the pilot sites, that the better way to make “exception” decisions for our technical persons is at the contractor level.  This revision to the Phase II Business Rules defines how those exception decisions for each functional area will be made.  These guidelines are considered to be in effect upon receipt until the end of the pilot.


1.  Functional Responsibilities for purpose of the Pilot Program


A. ACO/CA/CMA (Business)


· For the business group (ACO/CA/PT/CMA), the automated filters that have been set will separate received contracts into two piles, the “Actively Managed for Contract Administration” pile, and the Low Value, Low Risk pile (what we formerly called “by exception”).  Since EDW will not talk with our LV/LR Contracts database, we decided not to change the routing in EDW at all.  That means that all functional elements will still be receiving all contracts according to the EDW team assignments that are established.  What will need to happen is for the business group to look at contracts received through the LV/LR contracts database, then go to EDW and release those contracts that are Low Value/Low Risk without reviewing the contracts.  To recap, contract filters consist of the following: 


· Contract Value > $100,000


· Criticality Code A or B


· DMS Rating is DX


· Special Provisions


· A   Liquidated Damages provision


· C   Progress Payment provision


· E   Property Administration provision


· F   First Article/Pre-Production Sample provision


· H   Hazardous Materials


· ACO Coded Remarks


· 01  Non-DoD reimbursable contract of ACO or multi-function assignment


· 02  Patent Rights provision


· 03  Special Tooling provision


· 04  Spares Provisioning requirements


· 06  Unpriced Order


· 08  Demilitarization


· 09  Contract terminated for default or convenience


· 32  Small/Disadvantaged Business provision


· 42  Negative Pre-award survey prior to award


· 44  Explosives/Munitions


· 52  No DD250 requirement except for Fast Pay


· 54  Assigned for prime administration less payment (ODO)

· Contracts not meeting the above criteria do not require further reviews and the following actions apply:   


· Contracts personnel shall provide minimal contract administration on “as required” basis.  


· React to requests for modification/contractor requests for assistance/customer requests for assistance.  ACO/CA will continue to process any mods received on all contracts.





· Those contracts that do meet the filter criteria are put on the “Actively Managed for Contract Administration” list and must be reviewed as usual in EDW.


· Continue to PLAS by CAGE.


· Record the numbers of contracts that require local input because they were incomplete in MOCAS or otherwise were not in MOCAS (hard copy only received).  Some offices call these “fall-outs”.  This needs to be reported as part of the bi-weekly status to Sam Horstman.


· Contract Flow (see Figure 1)


Industrial Specialist (Delivery)


· General Information:


· Critical A and B designator:  The LV/LR Contracts database query "Contracts for Delivery Management” lists all the contracts that are subject to Delivery Surveillance.  All contract schedules for these contracts will show up in the delivery metrics.


· Critical C Designator:  The LV/LR Contracts database query "Low Value/ Low Risk Contracts for Delivery Management” lists all the contracts for suppliers that do not require delivery system surveillance.  Contracts may be surveilled individually if there are requests or indications of problems.


·  Delivery Metrics, The “Contractor Delivery Schedule Activation (Production)" form can be used by an IS to control which schedules show up on the Delivery metrics regardless of criticality. If you put a check on the fourth column next to the “Risk Rating” all the schedules will show up in the delivery metrics. Schedules that show up on the delivery metrics require delivery surveillance. An Industrial Specialist can also use this form to exclude contractor schedules from the Delivery metrics based on the contractor’s satisfactory delivery of a minimum 90 % on time. The rate is based only on schedules for which the contractor is responsible for the delays.  Schedules that are excluded from the metrics are usually for low risk contractors.

· For the default baseline, contractors that have received a contract with either an A or B criticality designator have been identified as being Actively Managed. According to the FAR, those contracts that have Criticality A or B designations will have surveillance that makes maximum use of supplier systems and data. 


· For Criticality A or B suppliers, the following applies:


· For those suppliers that typically receive code A contracts, active delivery surveillance of the supplier’s system for controlling production schedules will be established and maintained in RAMP. Surveillance plans will include identification of key processes and methods used for assessing those key processes. All contracts will be subject to Delivery Surveillance.


· For those suppliers that typically receive code B contracts, surveillance will include validation of supplier delivery schedules through contact (either by phone or in person) and may include infrequent on-site reviews of supplier systems.  RAMP will include a description of the review process being employed. All contracts will be subject to Delivery Surveillance. 


· An IS can also control whether or not an A or B supplier can be Actively Managed based on the contractor’s satisfactory delivery of a minimum 90 % on time.  A decision not to manage and rationale should be documented in RAMP. 

Note: Rule of Thumb for “typically” is 1 of 5 or 20% of contracts received with critical designator A or B. IS should use technical judgment.


· For Criticality C suppliers, the following applies: 


· No delivery systems surveillance will be mandated for suppliers that typically receive code C contracts.  Contracts may be managed individually if required.


·  If a typical C supplier receives either an A or a B coded contract, that contract should be managed for delivery.  For that contract alone, frequent contact will be required to status delivery and Alerts will be issued.  RAMP does not have to reflect these conditions. 


· ISs shall disengage from code C suppliers and place them on CSO.  


· No ALERTS will be issued for code C suppliers.


· No EDW review of contracts is required for Code C suppliers.


· No MOCAS data integrity (unless it effects payment).

· Risk is assumed to be Low for Code C Suppliers.  If production/delivery issues exist, weigh consequences (e.g., low number of deliveries) and, if necessary, set up for full administration.

· CPSSs will be worked regardless of supplier “typical” profile.


· Continue to document PLAS by CAGE and include explanations to SAM in bi-weekly reports whenever time is being spent in LV/LR suppliers (typical profile Code C). 

· Contract Flow (see Figure 2)


QAR (Technical Requirements)


Steps have been taken to identify our suppliers according to whether they are a manufacturer, or a non-manufacturer.  Manufacturers are being defined for the remainder of this pilot as those suppliers who actually make the majority of the products or perform the majority of the services on contract.  A non-manufacturer is a supplier that basically buys goods and services for the government to include what we commonly call “10%ers” and dealers who buy government surplus.  Based on this initial identification of manufacturer/non-manufacturer the contractors have been classified as being Actively Managed if the contractor is a manufacturer.  For the remainder of the pilot all non-manufacturers who are not Actively Managed are to be placed on ARP for all contracts.  For manufacturers, existing guidance concerning ARP will still apply and those on ARP will remain on ARP.  


All contracts received will be filtered through the LV/LR Contracts database query “Technical Requirements“, beginning with whether the contractor is Actively Managed. The basic premise is that technical persons examine suppliers for the totality of work accomplished across all contracts; and that the nature of the supplier’s business has a bearing on where we can be more-value added.  Evaluating performance through a process is more value-added than only reacting to end item results.  


· Actively Managed Contractors:  All contracts for a CAGE code must be reviewed for technical aspects regardless of dollar value, special provisions etc. as usual in EDW.  If a manufacturer is on ARP or is placed on ARP, its contracts can be considered Low Value/Low Risk and may be released without review.  A remark should be made in EDW indicating the contracts were released because the supplier is on ARP as part of the LV/LR pilot.  Again, EDW is not being changed for this pilot since the two systems don’t talk with each other; contracts will have to be accessed in EDW as usual.   Actions associated with Actively Managed contractors:


· Surveillance will be established/adjusted based on supplier performance.  Existing guidance concerning ARP will apply.

· Work high and moderate risk contractors first.  The objective for working these suppliers is to move them into a lower risk category or to convince the customer(s) to expect problems if they keep doing business with those suppliers who will not improve or to protect the government’s interests with respect to sunk costs where we may have an investment (progress payments) in a failed supplier (bankruptcy or default etc.).


· Place low quality risk contractors on ARP or continue ARP where previously established.


· Establish surveillance of key processes for ARP contractors on a minimal scheduled basis.  For example, once per quarter evaluate the supplier’s planning process because that is the key process for all that gets done in that facility.  The schedule for review should be our schedule, not the supplier’s delivery schedule.


( Contractors not Actively Managed:  No review of contracts is mandated in EDW, and they may all be released without review regardless of dollar value, special provisions etc.  If a contractor is not Actively Managed and there are known technical issues, all of its contracts should be subject to review and not automatically released in EDW. 


· Actions associated with contractors that are not Actively Managed:


· QARs will disengage from these contractors and have them mail or fax required Material Inspection and Receiving Reports payment copies for signature.


· No minimum surveillance is required for continuation of ARP.  


· Contractors will be placed on ARP unless there is a problem or known risk condition.  Known risk conditions will be worked to either gain improvements or minimize the impact to customers while making certain that customers are aware of the problems to try to influence future contracting decisions.


· No QAMIS inputs are required.


· No EDW review of contracts is required.  Annotation of this action is not required in EDW. 


· Accomplish direct customer requests for specific, e.g., QALI, LOD.


· Work problems as they arise, such as PQDR investigations or other negative customer feedback on specific supplies.


· Annotate “Low Value/Low Risk Contractor” in RAMP when contractor is placed on ARP


General Information:


· Priority will be placed on Actively Managed contractors.


· Respond to customer or contractor specific requests for assistance/complaints.


· Work with ACO to get non-manufacturer effort changed to destination I&A.


· Continue to record PLAS by CAGE


· Each operations office shall document and record reasons for expending time in low risk contractors to include in bi-weekly report to Sam.

Contract Flow (see Figure 3)   


2. Operations Pilot Progress Reporting 


· Each Operations Management Office shall prepare a pilot progress report bi-weekly and submit it to GBOH/ Sam Horstman with a copy to TAG, Attn: Randy Sharp and Ed Aranda.  The next report is due 16 Aug 02 and each two weeks thereafter until the end of the test on 30 Sep 02.

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Low Value /Low risk Contracts Pilot: Test Plan 



Business Rules






 Objective: 



Perform contract management  “by exception” on low value/low-risk, routine, Part B contracts, including ODO contracts that would otherwise be in Part B.


Definitions:  



FULL CONTRACT MANAGEMENT – Full Service and One-Book Compliant (our usual process according to guidance).  In a Full Contract Management supplier, it is expected that supplier processes/systems are fully understood and documented by DCMA specialists; and that these systems are evaluated according to some defined methodology on a scheduled basis.  The description of the contractor critical systems (those that drive its success) and our means for evaluating them on a continuous basis will be published in the RAMP program.



EXCEPTION CONTRACT MANAGEMENT – Exception to One Book requirements. –Apply minimal contract management resources until and unless something occurs that causes the contract/contractor to move to the full contract management category.  A standard statement of  “Managed by Exception only” will be entered into RAMP for all suppliers that do not meet the full contract management criteria.   The approval authority for RAMP will assure that this statement is entered into the RAMP.  For Managed By Exception Contracts, the following apply:



EDW/MOCAS



· No Data Integrity Review



· No EDW Contract Receipt Review (CRR) entry required



· Corrections to MOCAS made only to enable movement from Section 1 



· No Modification index Log requirements



ALERTS



· No Delivery Surveillance, unless a CPSS or other customer request for status is received



· Retroactive surveillance using delivery history to determine if there is a performance trend that would cause contractor to move out of the low-risk, by-exception category and require full production surveillance.  This will require the specialist to maintain purified on-time monthly data.


· Delay notice issued only if CPSS or other customer request for status is received


RAMP



· Default position for new contractors should be low-risk



· If routine contractor as defined by RAMP, perform minimal RAMP documentation



· Industrial Specialist (IS) documentation not required because production is assumed low risk and does not require surveillance 


· No RAMP entry other than “Managed by Exception Only”


QAMIS



· No update of QAMIS data required



TASKING MEMOS



· TM-02-196 coding not required.



No review or update of requirements for routine and low-risk contractors unless an event occurs to move them into the moderate or high risk categories



Guidelines:


All newly received contracts will be reviewed to determine the existence of criteria, or provisions that would place them in either the full contract or by exception contract management categories.  The absence of all of these criteria signifies a low risk contract that can be managed by exception.



A.  TAG, through application of a database filter, will review each new contract received for the following contract risk factors that would result in “full contract management”:



· Dollar value (automatic filter of SDW contracts received for $value less than $100,000.00)



· Criticality indicator (automatic filter of SDW contracts for criticality designation A, B or C)



· DPAS rating (automatic filter of SDW contracts for DPAS DX rating)



· Special Provisions (automatic filter of SDW contracts for remarks codes entered by DFAS).



B.  The Operations Group will receive a listing of contracts from TAG located on the “S” drive of our LAN in a folder called cmn tbls, for manual review of the following product contractor risk factors that would result in “full contract management”:



· Classified Data on the contract



· Readiness Items are on the contract



· First Articles not appearing as a Line Item



· Special Test provisions in technical data (NDT etc.)



· Special instructions from the buying office (QALI/MOA etc.)



· Critical Application items are on the contract



· Flight critical parts are on the contract



· Life support items are on the contract



· Critical safety items are on the contract



· Navy Special Emphasis program items 



· Industry alerts exist for an item(s) on the contract



· Items on contract are for nuclear or space/satellite applications



The receipt of a new contract that contains one or more provisions that indicates full contract management does not automatically require the establishment of  “full contract management” for the supplier.  The impact of the contract on the supplier and our existing surveillance methodologies must be considered along with the following supplier performance factors:



· History of poor delivery performance 



· Customer Complaints



· History of poor quality performance



· History of requests for waiver/deviation to technical requirements



· History of requests for modifications to extend schedules



· Existence of delegations/QALIs for similar product



Regardless of the contract criteria or provisions, supplier history may take precedence in our decision for full contract management.  If the supplier has a history of failures to perform in any area, that is an indication that full contract management may be in order.  The resulting actions may take on any form from process surveillance to inspection of all products tendered for acceptance using a credible sampling plan.  Actions taken with regard to supplier performance problems generally tend to cut across all contracts and therefore necessitate a full contract management decision until repairs to the processes are made and have proven to be effective.  The impact of historical information on our surveillance decisions will be included in RAMP documentation for the supplier.



New Contract Receipt Process (Post Review): 



( “Full contract management” Contract – The receipt of a new contract requiring “full contract management” will impact our surveillance only to the degree that the new contract contains requirements that are new for the supplier. 



If the new contract is not a “full management” contract, there will be no impact on the current surveillance plan.  Whereas it is not practical to try to define all of the possible variables in this decision tree, it can generally be said that once a supplier is determined to be fully managed for the majority of its contracts, it will continue to be a fully managed supplier



( “Exception only” Contract - the receipt of a new contract that meets one or more of the “full contract management” criteria always requires an examination of the reasons for this action.  It does not automatically require the establishment of a “full contract management” surveillance plan.  It does require a thorough assessment of the impact of the new contract on our previous “by exception” designation.  If, after review, the new requirement(s) do not appear to be significant with respect to overall supplier risk, the RAMP will be annotated concerning this decision and the rationale along with the continuation of the “Managed by Exception Only” statement. If the supplier is determined to be a “by exception” supplier, it should generally continue to be in that category even if there is an occasional contract that requires us to react.



An example of this might be where the contract is for the same or similar items as past contracts but for an amount above the simplified purchase threshold (greater than $100,000.00).  The fact that the dollar amount is above the $100,000.00 limit is not significant in this regard and the managed by exception status can be retained.  On the other hand, a new contract for less than $100K might be received where Navy Special Emphasis is present and that will require specific surveillance activities.  For purposes of this pilot program, this condition will be considered to be “full contract management” even though it only applies to the one contract and then only for those items on that contract.  In reality, this is the true “by exception” because it involves only that one contract.  The normal level of  “disengagement” should continue for all other contracts in that supplier.  The surveillance plan for this supplier should document what special actions are being 



taken by the QAR with regard to this one contract. 



A second example is where a full management requirement in one functional area (i.e. Quality) would not necessarily require full management by the other functions.  



( New Contract Provisions Review - Of the number of new contracts received, identify those that could have been managed “by exception” if contract provisions had been different. Suggested changes/provisions, e.g.:


–COC



–Commercial quality clause



–Destination inspection and acceptance



–Fast Pay (only where the contract meets the Fast Pay criteria in FAR 13.402)



–Realistic delivery dates



–Accurate criticality designator (SCD) 


Expected Outcome:



The outcome of this pilot will be to have each supplier designated as either fully managed or managed by exception only.  Each supplier with a fully managed designation will have a surveillance plan documented in RAMP that says which processes/systems are being evaluated, how they are being evaluated, how often this occurs, what data is being generated by the reviews and what happens to the outcomes of those reviews.  



Each supplier that is designated as by exception will have that statement included in the RAMP. 


These suppliers will be placed on ARP and/or Contractor Self Oversight (CSO).  These are the preferred methods for us to disengage from these low risk suppliers. 



All time spent performing surveillance, reviewing contracts or associated technical documentation, writing reports or plans or anything else specific to a supplier will be reported in PLAS using the appropriate process code and CAGE code for the supplier.

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LOW VALUE/LOW RISK PILOT TEST


DCMA Philadelphia


Executive Summary


In Spring 2002, the DCMA Philadelphia Low Value/Low Risk (LV/LR) pilot project was implemented as requested by Defense Contract Management Agency’s Policy and Metrics Streamlining Tiger Team. The purpose of the test was to identify opportunities to decrease contract management of contracts considered to be low dollar value and low in risk, in effect “managing by exception”.  “Managing by exception” results in reduced Contract Review and Receipt activity, as well as reduction of production surveillance, ALERTS, RAMP and QAMIS updates. 


All levels of DCMA Philadelphia were involved in the conduct of this test. The status of our project was briefed to the Commander, Group Chiefs and Teams Chiefs during our monthly Mission Review.


Our approach was to test and evaluate each contract in our system as of April 30, 2002, augmented by contracts that were received during the three-month period of June through August 2002. 


For those low value/low risk contracts in our system on April 30, we found that 22% could be managed by exception by at least one of the three primary contract management functional areas (contract administration, production, and quality assurance). Consistent with this result, we found that for those low value/low risk contracts received during June-August, 20% could be managed by exception by at least one of the functional elements.  A further review of the latter number disclosed that the major impact of the LV/LR test was on the Administrative Contracting Officers (ACOs) and Contract Administrators (CAs).  


In addition to the effort cited above, we also questioned the Criticality Codes assigned by the procurement offices, reviewed PLAS hours charged against these contracts, and compared the contract management effort expended before and during the test.  Also during the test, one of our operations teams wrote letters to two procurement offices requesting a change in the inspection site as an attempt to move these contracts into the “management by exception” category.  Details of our review are discussed in the body of this report, however it can be briefly summarized as follows: the buying activities agreed to change only 4% of the Criticality Codes questioned, the impact on PLAS was less than 1%, and the management effort expended prior to and during the test basically disclosed that DCMA Philadelphia was in effect already managing many low dollar contracts by exception.  With regard to the 13 requests sent to Procurement Offices to change inspection criteria, only two responses were received.  In both of these cases, the buying activity agreed to DCMA’s recommendation.  In 85% of the cases, however, the buying activities failed to respond at all.


As a result of the DCMA Philadelphia LV/LR test, it can be concluded that the driving factors as to whether a contract can be “managed by exception” were the Government Source Inspection criteria imposed in the contract and various criticality designators used by the customers.   In general, DCMA Philadelphia’s Quality Assurance Specialists are reluctant to change their “normal” level of effort if standard Inspection and Acceptance clauses are in the contract.  Likewise, buying activities are not inclined to alter their established criticality designators.  In order to reduce the amount of effort expended on contracts overseen by DCMA, these two areas would have to be addressed.  


1. Low Value/Low Risk (LV/LR) Review of Existing Contracts



A.  One Day Snapshot, April 30, 2002:
The LV/LR test began with an initial review of all Section 1 Part A & B contracts in the system as of April 30, 2002.  In order to obtain a baseline for future analytical purposes we performed an SDW query of Section 1 Part A & B contracts to determine our universe.  For this specific day we found that DCMA Philadelphia was managing:


1) 13,278 contracts in Section 1, Part A & B, Total Obligation of $6,070,309,118.   Of these, 


2) 6,489 contracts, Total Obligation of $53,100,278 were designated as Criticality Code C, all in Section 1, Part A with an ODO obligation or Part B or Part A valued at  $100,000 or less (the 6,489 contracts were awarded to a total of 734 contractors).  These contracts were identified as the candidates for the LV/LR risk universe.


B.  Test Results:  The Team Chiefs were requested to review the 6,489 contracts to determine whether these LV/LR contracts could be managed by exception. The Team Chiefs coordinated their review with the ACOs, CAs, ISs, and QASs. Their review disclosed the following:


1) 165 of the 734 contractors, or 22.48%, could be managed by          exception.


2) Furthermore, 1,416 of the 6,489 contracts, or 21.82%, mentioned above could also be managed by exception.
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2. Low Value/Low Risk (LV/LR) Review of New Contracts 



A:  Contracts Received During June 1 through August 31:  After the initial review cited in paragraph 1, a decision was made to continue with the LV/LR test for new contracts that were received during the period of June through August 2002. 



Our first consideration was to exclude the 165 contractors (cited above) from further review and conclude that any new contracts awarded to these contractors could automatically be considered LV/LR and thus managed by exception.  However, for the test to be meaningful, we concluded that we must evaluate the contract rather than contractor.  This approach was based on our knowledge that contracts awarded to a given contractor could have similar requirements, however there was a good probability that they would not, thus specific requirements could be overlooked if we chose to manage the contractor rather than the contract.


Our test of new contracts received during this period was performed as follows:


1) Each Monday morning an SDW query of all LV/LR contracts received the prior week was “pulled “ from MOCAS. Since 95% of our contracts are received electronically through EDA, we concluded that this approach would capture our LV/LR workload.


          2) The LV/LR candidates were then collated by Team and distributed to      the Team Chief that same day. 


3) The Teams performed their review, identified which contracts would be managed by exception and returned the results to the Office of Primary Responsibility (OPR) who collected the data.


B.  Test Results June through August 2002:  During the period June 1 through August 31, DCMA Philadelphia received 2,011 contracts that fit at least one of the following criteria: Criticality Code C; Part B; Part A with an ODO Obligation; or Part A with a dollar value of less than $100,000. 


     1) Team responses were received on 1,912 of these candidates.  The various Contract Operation Teams determined that 1,528, or 79.9%, of these orders should receive full administration, and that the remainder 20.1% would be managed by exception. These results are statistically consistent with those disclosed in the April snapshot where 21.82% of the contracts on hand were going to be managed by exception. 


      2) More specifically, we found that the management by exception varied between disciplines (contracts, production and quality). The driver for management by exception is Contracts. Approximately 16% of the contracts they reviewed could be managed by exception whereas the percentage that could be managed by exception by production and quality was only 2% each.



Attached is a statistical summary of the June-August LV/LR review.
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For those contracts that were to receive full contract administration, we asked that a “Risk Factor Code” be assigned to explain why the contracts needed this attention.  Since some of the contracts were given multiple codes, we arrived at a total of 2,107 identified instances where full administration was appropriate. A significant majority of Risk Factor Codes dealt with safety in one form or another.  In 1,012 instances, or 48% of the total, Safety of Flight, Critical Application Item, Critical Safety Item, or Life Support was listed as a reason for Full Administration.  



Additionally, there were also 150 instances where the ACO indicated a significant volume of CPSS traffic with the buying command on specific contractors. 
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3.  Comparison of March and September Contract Management Effort by the Operations Group


A.  Sample Selection:  One of the objectives of the LV/LR test was to determine the amount of effort expended by the Operations Group in the management of LV/LR contracts. Two different tests were performed:


1) We selected for review 49 contracts that were received in March 2002.      The contracts reviewed met the criteria for LV/LR. We purposely selected March 02, since the contracts received during this month were managed in accordance with the One Book criteria that existed at that time.  We also selected another 50 contracts received during the month of Jul 02.  These contracts also qualified as LV/LR, and were administered under the pilot test criteria.  Our test measured the amount of effort expended by the ACOs, CAs, Industrial Specialists (ISs), Contract Management Assistants (CMAs), and Quality Assurance Specialists (QASs) on similar contracts received prior to the pilot test vs. contacts received during the pilot test.  See paragraph B below for the results of our review.


             2) In addition to the test cited above we also used PLAS data to measure the amount of effort expended on these contracts using the before and after criteria described above.  See paragraph B for results of that review.



B.  Results of Review:  An overall analysis of the results of the test indicates that in many cases, DCMA Philadelphia was already managing Low Value/Low Risk contracts by exception.  Comparative statistics from both the pre-test review and the actual test disclosed that in the Contract environment, high volume, low value/low risk contractors are routinely managed by exception.  The specialists in this functional area, despite One Book requirements, performed a level of effort that they deemed to be appropriate for the contracts at hand.  The effort by the ISs and CMAs was found to be greater than that of Contract Administrators, but less than that of QASs.  In the Quality Assurance arena, these same contractors and their applicable contracts received the normal higher level of handling due to Government Source Inspection requirements.



As can be seen in the attached comparative spreadsheet, there is a consistency between the manner in which low value/low risk contracts were handled at the time of the snapshot, and what was disclosed during the live test.  For example under the task of Contract Receipt and Review, the following was found: CAs documented review of only 4 contracts out of 49 in March 02, and 4 out of 50 in July 02; Production documented review of 19 in March and 30 in July, while Quality reviewed 49 in March and 49 in July.  See attached spreadsheet for details on tasks reviewed.
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4.  PLAS Data



Using DCMA Philadelphia’s analysis of the PLAS data provided by Mr. Ed Modic, PLAS Program Office, reviewed against our local cube hours for consistency, the following conclusions have been made:


1) When comparing the contracts received against those managed by exception for the June – September time period, 1,921 received, 371 managed by exception, 20% of total managed by exception.



2) When comparing the monthly average (Jun – Sep), 10,991 hours and 

the difference between PLAS hours (Pre-test less hrs. during the test),  


           710 hours, there is less than a 1% difference.



Based on the above comparisons, it would appear that DCMA Philadelphia has always managed contracts by exception, prior to and during the test.  There remains less than a 1% difference in PLAS hours charged. 
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5.  Criticality Code Test


A.  Criticality Code C:  We selected 51 of the contracts received during the test period for an in depth review of the Criticality Designator assigned to each.  Our intent was to determine whether the Code assigned by the PCO was valid for the specific procurement.  As a result of our questioning, it was determined that two of the contracts, or 3.9% should have actually been assigned a Criticality Code Designation of “C” vice the originally assigned “A” or “B”.  The spreadsheets attached list the details of this review.
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B.   Results of Critically Code review:  Based upon this portion of the review, the assumption can be made that the PCO’s are aware of the importance of assigning the correct Criticality Code, and, for the most part, are assigning the correct code.


6.  Request to Change Inspection Site from Procurement Office  
 


A.  DCMA Philadelphia Efforts:  One of DCMA Philadelphia’s Team Chief’s initiated 13 requests for changes to Government Source Inspection (GSI).


B.  Results of Efforts and Responses Received:  Eleven letters were generated to the Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP) procurement office (sample below), requesting that they apply destination inspection and acceptance to the subject contracts and all future orders.  DSCP responded on two of the 11 letters, agreeing to modify the contract from source to destination inspection. 



Two letters were also generated to NAVICP Mechanicsburg requesting a change in inspection from source to destination. The team Chief did not receive any responses from NAVICP. 
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7. Conclusions


As a result of the DCMA Philadelphia LV/LR test, it can be concluded that the driving factors as to whether a contract can be “managed by exception” were the Government Source Inspection criteria imposed in the contract and various criticality designators used by the customers.   In general, DCMA Philadelphia’s Quality Assurance Specialists are reluctant to change their “normal” level of effort if standard Inspection and Acceptance clauses are in the contract.  For example, if Alternate Release Procedures are authorized by the contract, the QASs almost always choose to perform full QA surveillance.   Their reluctance is mirrored by the results of the test involving requests to the buying activities to change the inspection and acceptance point to destination in lieu of source.  In 85% of the cases, the buying activities did not even respond to the team leader’s letters.


Likewise, buying activities do not seem to be inclined to alter their established criticality designators.  When Criticality Designators of A & B were called into question as part of the pilot test, the procurement offices maintained that the codes were accurate, and could not be lowered to a C code which would have permitted the contract to be considered for management by exception.  In order to reduce the amount of effort expended on contracts overseen by DCMA, these two areas would certainly have to be addressed.  
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LOW-VALUE/LOW-RISK TEST PROJECT FINAL REPORT


DCMA ST.  PETERSBURG


Final Report

1. In accordance with the “Desired Outcomes” and the “Test Data Requirements” contained in Thomas Brunk’s email dated April 3, 2002, outlining the CMO’s Final Report; the following is submitted:


ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF DESIRED OUTCOMES:


· Appling our functional resources where it makes sense.


1. The outcome of this CMO’s application of the Test Plan allowed definite improvement in our application of resources. This is attested to by the significant reallocation of PLAS hours against contractors who are LVLR. 


2. All job series and positions at the Team levels were affected. Some more than others but all in a positive manner.


· Reduction of contract management effort on low-value/low-risk contracts (Part B contracts and ODOs that would otherwise be Part B contracts) and increased effort on high and moderate risk contracts and contractors.


1. This was successfully accomplished by significantly redefining the criteria for Part A and Part B Assignment. Reference: Attachment “ Part A Determination.doc”.  This is the key to reducing the number of Part A contracts.

2. To successfully facilitate this redefinition of Part A Assignments we made changes to our DMX workflow. This was necessary due to our inability to override the Part A criteria currently applied by MOCAS. In order to apply LVLR procedures we had to segregate our LRLV contracts from what we considered to be legitimate Part A contracts by establishing a Part B/LRLV DMX Folder in the DMX Database. Reference: Attachment “LVLRP DMX FLOW.doc”.

· Reallocation of DCMA resources from low-value/low-risk contracts to higher risk work.


1. Successful accomplishment of this desired outcome was very easy, due to St Petersburg being a significantly ‘Under Burning Command”. 

· Identification of areas where we need to engage with our customers to facilitate disengagement from low-value/low-risk work.


1. To successfully prove application of low risk procedures, we felt their use had to be invisible to our customers. Therefore, no notification of our test was provided.

2. Significant areas where DCMA needs to engage our customers in order to apply LVLR applications are:  the definition and assignment of Critical Application Items, the proper assignment of   SCD A, B, & C designators, and the issuance of CPSS’s by other than DoD personnel (i.e. contracted out surveillance activities, by the Services, who are paid for the number of CPSS issued not the relevance are need).

3. Customer engagement with the Service Centers is needed concerning electronically transmitted contracts (MILSCAP). The Service Centers input contracts, that approximately 20% of the time, that do not make it through MOCAS validation. Also, hard copy contracts are often received ahead of the electronic transmission, about 10%. This means that DCMA personnel must corrected and re-input, as well as initially input Service Center contracts. Errors and neglect on their part creates significant work on our part.

· Identification of areas where FAR/DFARS waivers or DOD level approvals may be needed to further facilitate disengagement from low-value/low-risk work. 

1. This CMO’s accomplishment of this test project did not require us to have any conflict with FAR/DFARS or any known DoD requirements.

2. One area that should receive further consideration would be modification of an existing a FAR waiver concerning the processing of ODOs. The modification would be for non-issuance of a “Contract Completion Notice/PK9” on DLA’s ODO contracts. It is our perception that there is far too much time (GS 1102 personnel) and expense (use, maintenance and revisions to MOCAS applications) attributed to supporting ODO and computer generated Purchase Orders. The ODO delegation to DCMA is predominately for Production Surveillance and Inspection and Acceptance, never for payment. Therefore, a DCMA email on delays, and a CMO web site with Inspection and Acceptance at Source DD250’s for ODO contracts available for Service Center Review would be much less expensive.

3. An alternative to this waiver would be for DCMA not to accept administration on any contracts that do not have DFAS payment offices and contain Destination Inspection and Acceptance. Without Source inspection or payment we have nothing of value to provide as an administration service. This is a significant workload in some Commands with little intrinsic value verses significant expense.

· Collection and identification of information from our customers that may cause us to include or exclude categories of contracts or contractors as low-risk.


1. The activities associated with this pilot had no impact on our customer satisfaction. Appropriate measured actions in answer to direct customer requests was never minimized or not accomplished.

2. No failures in CMO performance or customer complaints occurred. However, some compliance metrics did suffer by the end of the Fiscal Year.

TEST PERIOD:  Originally designated as May 1, 2002 through July 31, 2002 but revised. DCMO St. Petersburg’s test period was for the months of June, July and August 2002.  The recently provided approval to continue the test period for 90 days will be beneficial. 


TEST DATA REQUIREMENTS:


· Number of new contracts received during the test period.


· The Attachment  “PartAB.xls” contains this data stratified and collated for ease of use.


· Number and percentage of new contracts that fell into the “by exception” contract management category. The Attachment “stptlrrpt.xls” was developed by Ed Modic, DCMDW PLAS, in Chicago supplies this data in conjunction with Attachment entitled “PartAB.xls”.


· Number and percentage of existing contractors that fell into the “by exception” contract management category.


· The number of contractors identified for 100% LRLV disengagement is currently 5 out of 287 active contractors or 1.7% of our entire base. However, there were 57 contractors, who received LVLR contracts during the test period equaling 19% of our 287 contractors. Therefore 5 out of 57 equals 8.8% and is more representative of the test base. See Attachment “PartAB.xls”. 


· The 5 contractors who are managed completely by Exception represent approximately 55% of our new contracts received on a monthly basis during July and August. There were 3 out of five Teams who participated (non-resident) who received 592 LVLR contracts. The total new contracts received during the test was 1,546. There were 139 new contracts received for the resident Teams fully managed and not applicable to the test, and 223 new contracts received for the 3 test Teams that were newly defined legitimate Part A contracts, see Attachment “PartAB.xls”. This CMO did not change any existing contracts awarded to those contractors prior to the 1st of June 2002 to LVRP. It appeared to less than cost effective. Natural attrition of these contracts and assignment of new contracts to our newly established Part B/LRLV DMX Folder, will in the next couple of months be complete. Note that our DMX Part B/LRLV Folder will greatly exceed the MOCAS identified Part B contracts. Our numbers and percentages contained in the Attachment “PartAB.xls” must be utilized for your further analysis. 


· PLAS data by CAGE code. 


· Attachment “stptlrrpt.xls” is DCMDW PLAS baseline and comparative data sheet for PLAS hours by Cage Code. This Attachment was provided by Ed  Modic, DCMDWPLAS.


· The five contractors (cages 08TX0, 1X015, 0EV39, 06GU9 and 65196) that are designated as 100% disengagement contractors all had a decrease in average number of PLAS hours expended. For the months of June through September these five contractors averaged 295 PLAS hours. Before the LVLR Test they were averaging 344 hours monthly, denoting a 13% decrease/savings. While this is a very positive outcome, it is further enhanced by understanding that we did not have these five contractors operating as 100% disengagement contractors until July. At that time we altered our test plan to develop the procedures to allow/create contractors for 100% by exception type administration. We accomplished this with the implementation of a stricter criteria-limiting Part A assignment. Therefore, the purist months to review test PLAS data for those five, 100% by exception, contractor’s for average number of PLAS hours expended is August and September. These two months average 192 PLAS hours, and is much more indicative of the monthly average hours expended. Thus supporting an actual 44% reduction/savings as opposed to the 13% referenced for the entire test period, for these five contractors (cages 08TX0, 1X015, 0EV39, 06GU9 and 65196) 

· In reviewing the PLAS hours for all contractors who received contracts during the test period (receiving a hybrid type administration) and averaging their hours for August and September, provides a reduction/savings averaging 113 hours per month, or  6.68% for the entire CMO. 

· Number of new contracts received that could have been more efficiently managed if contract provisions had been different (e.g., COC, commercial quality clause, destination inspection and acceptance, Fast Pay, unrealistic delivery dates, etc.) along with the suggested provision(s). DCMA St. Petersburg’s aggressive and greatly reduced Part A criteria, implemented in July, mitigated the impact of these types of contracts. Using the Attachments  “stptlrrpt.xls” and “PartAB.xls” and comparing the month of June to the months of July, August and September clearly shows very significant numbers and percentages of the number and types of contracts that were affected. (The data for the month of June was rigidly structure to comply with the Tiger Teams original Test Plan)(The months of July, August and September were the results of St Petersburg’s more aggressive approach to the Test, which was authorized during the Dallas briefing and subsequent emails.)


Observations, lessons learned, suggestions and recommendations: 


1. DCMA St. Petersburg’s five part working checklist for initial determination of Part A and Part B assignments (Attachment “Part A Determination.doc”) is the key to significant savings in all functional areas, especially concerning Contract Receipt and Review (CR&R). The baseline data from May 30th, using One Book, Part A Criteria, shows that we only had 9 % Part B contracts. June data represents the use of only a slightly modified Part A Checklist complying with the Tiger Team’s original concept of a Triad approach only increased our Part B assignments to 11.5%. July and August percentages averaged 56.7% Part B assignments by utilizing our aggressively revised Part A criteria, designed to greatly reduce the number of Part A contracts. Another benefit of this more aggressive approach is that we have returned the Part A contract log to a useable management tool for the ACO to have a month-end inventory and status of ACO assigned contracts, as it was originally design and intended.


2. The Initial Contract Receipt and Review task (not full CR&R or data integrity reviews) is accomplished by the GS1106 –6 Procurement Technicians assigned to each Team.  All new contracts are routed to them initially. Then they apply the five-part progression checklist. Description of use and logic for this checklist is as follows: After the “First Check” is made, a determination is made, whether to forward the contract to the Property Administrators. The “Second Check” is made in examining the Face Page of the contract. If any ONE of the eight items listed to check occur, then this initial review is stopped and the contract is forwarded for full CR&R and Part A assignment. The “Third Check” is on six items for the Schedule Area. The “Fourth Check” is for three criteria in Section H, and the“ Fifth Check” is made against (Clauses) Section I, three FAR Clauses, and two DFARS Provisions. Remember any time any single criteria are recognized in one of the five checks, the process is stopped and the contract forwarded for full administration and CR&R. If no items on the Checklist are recognized, then the contract is handled as a LVLR Part B.


3.  Some significant results derived from this process are the Property Administrators have cut their CR&R by 75% (400 to 300 contracts per month). Note: the First Check, made by the PT is when a new contract is received; it must have a C, D, or E in the ninth PIIN position to be forwarded to the PA. Thus allowing them to work independently. (Attachment 3.2 Contract Receipt.doc SOP)

4. Quality Assurance Specialist’s are no longer forwarded any Destination Inspection contracts and will now input only “Delegated” contracts into the QAMIS. Contracts will no longer be counted as received or on-hand in the QA MIS Database because the INSP-RQMTS of “99” are disregarded and not updated unless it is a delegated contract. Note this change is on both Part A and Part B contracts. If delegations are Q only, there is no need to involve other functional areas. The contracts left in the QA MIS will automatically purge, eliminating a significant amount of useless database updating. RAMP is not updated on Part B/LRLV Contractors, and only contracts containing Source Inspection are forwarded to the QAR for review. (Attachment 4.4 Supplier Quality Assurance.doc SOP).

5. An extremely significant change is the concept of the QAR making final determination of Critical Applications Items on all contracts, unless otherwise directed by the ACO. (Attachment 4.4 Supplier Quality Assurance SOP) for details on risk mitigation.

6. MOCAS validations on contracts assigned to the Part B/LRLV DMX folder are no longer reviewed for database integrity. Only database changes on data items pertaining to payment activities are accomplished as required.


7. ISs and PTs utilize a modified “Delivery Workload Manager” to determine their associated Risks and Production Applications, which determine if contracts do or do not require Alerts to be forwarded. This could only be tracked in a performance metric by making a change to MOCAS, allowing ISs and PTs the ability to assign the CAT 1 (High Value High Risk), and CAT 2 (Low Value Low Risk), assignments based on their risk analysis. See Attachment “5.1 Schedule and Delivery.doc” SOP, for the suggested procedures required to accommodate this recommendation. Also, this procedure can further be refined with the activation of CAT 3 Surveillance code back into MOCAS. The ISs’ and PTs’ time spent on risk analysis is reduced and minimized due to recognizing the redundancy and awareness of their contractors. Here the significant savings would be the reduction of ongoing and continuous production surveillance on Low Risk contracts and the issuance of ALERTS. There are more contracts that would be determined to be CAT 2 contracts requiring surveillance by only PTs, but considered LVLR, that would not are not having ALERTS issued. With the activation of CAT 3 contracts requiring no surveillance activity at all, it would be much more easily tracked as a performance indicator, than just having CAT 1 level IS Surveillance and PT Surveillance activities combined. The contracts assigned to the Part B/LVLR Folder, and the contracts ISs or the QASs maintain for technical administration, based on risk, do not necessarily have to be the same. Being assigned to Part A or Part B has no relevancy. Production surveillance is required by the FAR on all contracts. The level and type of surveillance is open to CMO determination.


8. The Part B/LVLR Folder should only contain  the administration by exception contracts that won’t require ACO contract closeout and payment functions. Automatic contract closeout, by MOCAS, currently being performed on ODO and DFAS defined legitimate Part B contracts needs to be extended to all contracts determined to be LVLR Part B contracts, See Attachment 10.2 Contract Closeout.doc SOP. Significant dollar savings and intangible benefits will be gained by not having the ACO involved in manually closing the selected LVLR Part B contracts. Another real dollar savings will be derived from no longer Archiving ODO contracts and other Part B contracts that would have previously been Part A, currently requiring manual closeout and archiving. It should be noted that as of August 2002, we no longer archive ODO contracts.


9. A preliminary review of costs associated with the Archiving of Part A contracts shows that the boxes utilized cost $60.00 per 25 boxes and plain one part folders totaling 750 folders, (as opposed to 5 part folders. which are more costly) cost $25 per 100 folders. This CMO normally ships approximately 25 boxes per month of Part A over $100K to the Georgia Records Center. This equates to approximately 1,000 pounds costing approximately $100.00. A reduction of 60% of achievable contracts is a forecasted savings of ($60.00 + $100.00 + $18.75 = $178.75 x 60% = $107.25 saved). The costs associated with storage at the Records center to DCMA are unknown, but considered to be significant. Possibly as high as $3.50 a cubic foot (one box).  An average of 40 hours per month, by one person working the Section 5 Closeout List and preparing contracts for archiving is this CMO’s norm. Remember DCMA pays the Federal Records Center which currently maintains DCMA’s Over $100,000 contracts within a group of boxes for six years and three months from the last closing month and Under $100,000 for three years from the last closing month. Reducing the number of boxes will prove to be a significant cost savings.


In closing, I believe DCMA St Petersburg has successfully accomplished all of the expectations of the Tiger Team and offer’s DCMA several options to further increase cost savings and capitalize on cost avoidance. While we entered into some high-risk areas such as CR&R, QAMIS, Production surveillance and especially reducing the number of ACO assigned contracts, no degradation in mission or customer satisfaction occurred. Also important to note, St Petersburg’s workload has a very large percentage of large dollar value and high-risk type contracts. While some of the numbers of contracts listed, as successful LVLR actions are small, the percentages of those numbers applied to the contracts possible to affect is significant. When appling these procedures DCMA wide, It is apparent that some very large CMOs would have their LVLR workload redefining their staffing in such a manner as to provide significant dollar savings. The MOCAS changes/modifications recommended, are not complex in nature, and based on my knowledge of the COBAL programming involve would render higher performance and lower costs greatly exceeding any one time up front MOCAS change costs.

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LOW-VALUE/LOW-RISK CONTRACTS PILOT


DCMA Santa Ana is continuing to develop contract management strategies and techniques to ensure we provide focused, cost effective, and value-added contract management services.  We are faced with significant reductions in resources due to budget constraints while our contract management workload is growing.  Utilizing risk-based contract management philosophy, we search for ways to focus our declining resources on those contracts, programs, and contractors with the highest risks for our procurement office customers and the warfighters.  


DCMA Santa Ana was selected as one of the six Contract Management Offices (CMOs) to test a contract risk-management strategy.  The purpose of this test will be to reduce resource commitments on low-value contracts and low-risk contractors.  Risk identification will be based on a three-prong strategy; contract risk, product/contractor risk, and readiness risk.  DCMA Santa Ana is tasked to refine techniques for identifying risks in all three categories and refining methods for applying resources based on these risks.  The overall goal will be to apply all necessary resources when any of the risk elements are moderate or high and to significantly reduce the application of resources to contracts where all risk elements are low.


The objective of the Low-Value/Low-Risk (LVLR) Pilot was to identify LVLR contracts or contractors, reduce contract management, perform contract management on low-value/low-risk, routine, Part B contracts, including ODO contracts, that would otherwise be in Part B, by exception only.  This objective would enable DCMA Santa Ana to more efficiently identify areas where we can engage with customers to facilitate further disengagement, reallocate scarce functional resources to higher risk contracts/contractors by reducing contract management effort on low-value/low-risk contracts/contractors, collection of data to validate redistribution of resources, collection and identification of information from customers that may cause us to include or exclude categories of contracts or contractors as low-risk, and areas for FAR/DFARS waivers.

BUSINESS RULES


An executive level Process Action Team (PAT) was formed to develop the criteria for the pilot program.  The first course of action was to determine the meaning of “managed by exception”.  


Managed by Exception does not mean DCMA will not perform contract administration functions on low risk/low value contracts.  If there are no risk elements present, then minimum resources will be applied, as necessary.  Contract administration functions will be handled as they surface.  Based on the Risk Management Triad,  “managed by exception” was further defined, as follows:

Contracts – Firm Fixed Price contracts under $100,000 containing no special contract provisions (i.e., First Article, Liquidated Damages, etc.) are managed by exception.  A contract managed by exception will not have the following functions performed: Contract Receipt and Review, MOCAS Database Integrity, modification logs, and deletion of closed contracts in EDW (will annotate in closed status in EDW).  Non-DLA paid contracts (i.e., Army, Navy, Air Force paid contracts) will continue to receive full management.  


Production – Firm Fixed Price contracts under $100K with a Criticality Designator C or blank, a DPAS Rating other than DX, and does not contain a First Article provision, are managed by exception.  The following functions will not be performed:  Contract Receipt and Review, MOCAS Database Integrity, Production Surveillance, Weapon Code Update, and ALERTS.  RAMP input would be minimal for those contractors determined to be managed by exception.


Quality – Firm Fixed Price contracts under $100K not requiring Source Inspection are managed by exception.  The following functions will not be performed:  Contract Receipt and Review, Contract Planning, Product Audits, and QA MIS.  RAMP input would be minimal for those contractors determined to be managed by exception.


For the contracts receiving full CAS for quality functions, current One Book procedures for Supplier Risk Management, Alternate Release Procedures (ARP), Certificate of Conformance (C of C), Contractor Self-Oversight (CSO) will be utilized to the fullest extent possible given proper risk assessment to maximize resource application.  


The PAT team identified risk factors that would result in full contract administration, as follows:

To implement this process, a sub-PAT was established comprised of a Point of Contact (POC) and Alternate from each of the CAO’s multifunctional teams that would perform the “pre-review”.  The PAT met periodically throughout the test period to refine and standardize the initial review process.  The assigned POC and/or Alternate would perform the requirements review on all incoming contracts and modifications in EDW.   For this test, only journeyman level personnel were assigned POC and Alternate responsibilities.   


The EDW routing was revised so that the LVLR Pilot could be performed.  Figure 1 depicts the EDW routing for this pilot. 


A web-based LVLR Discussion Forum (http://ontario/discussion3/) was developed.  The discussion forum was the tool used for developing a working procedure to ensure a consistent approach when performing contract review.  This site was used as an open forum to pose the reviewer’s questions, to express their ideas and gather important information concerning the functionality of the LVLR Pilot.  This site also provided detailed information and specific directions for the POCs to operate.  The designated Lead POC provided final answers for all questions posted using LVLR Pilot and ideas and replies provided by the POCs.  

PROCESS


DCMA Santa Ana initiated the LVLR Pilot Program on June 17, 2002 and concluded on September 30, 2002.  This scenario demonstrates the methodology utilized by DCMA Santa Ana when performing Contract Receipt and Review (CRR) to identify LVLR contracts/contractors.  Subsequent to this review, the process describes how DCMA Santa Ana will perform effective and efficient contract management on LVLR contracts.


For purposes of this Pilot Test, DCMA Santa Ana developed a database to facilitate data collection and analysis of LVLR data.  The database automatically populated approximately thirty fields with MOCAS data.  The top-level risk assessment from RAMP was populated in the database.  In addition, the database allowed for manual input of checklist criteria.  The reviews were documented in the LVLR Database as shown in Figure 2.  The database contained various queries, which have provided valuable information to aid in improving our LVLR process and reporting requirements.  The Data Queries (Figure 3) enables DCMA Santa Ana to analyze the data in multiple ways, i.e. Count of Contractual Conditions Identified During CRR, Count of Contracts Received /Reviewed, based on the business rules for CRR being performed.

POCs, identified at the team level, are responsible for CRR of all contracts received on their team.  The POC receives the contract via EDW, reviews the contract against all prescribed criteria set up in a database format.  The POC documents their review in the LVLR Database and identifies which leg of the risk triad (three prong strategy) is to be managed by exception or by full contract administration. Contracts are released to normal distribution when any one of the three legs of the LVLR review requires normal CAS. The LVLR POC will enter a comment in the comment block in EDW to identify which CAS functions, if any, are to be managed by exception.  Normal CRR and surveillance planning is performed by each CAS function unless the comment block identifies the CAS function to be managed by exception.

Contracts where the pre-review CRR identified all three legs of the triad to be managed by exception were released to the archive basket in EDW.


Contract modifications for contracts issued prior to June 17, 2002, were released in EDW as full CAS.  Contract modifications for contracts issued June 17, 2002 and later were released to the same functional specialists as was the contract.  Modifications that that affected contract closeout were routed to production and contracts.


Hard copy release was performed for all DLA-ODO contracts and modifications utilizing the “Hard Copy Tracking Report”.


RESULTS


Exhibit VI provides the PLAS Data by ACO Code, CAGE, number of contracts received from June 2002 through September 2002, number of contracts managed by exception, PLAS hours for June, July, August, September, monthly average for June through September, pretest monthly average, RAMP rating for Performance, Schedule, and Cost, and Exception Status.  The analysis of the data resulted in conclusions not being drawn due to the inconsistency in the PLAS data and the loss in personnel during the period as the result of resource review mandated reductions.  However, a review of monthly PLAS hours at those contractors identified as critical suppliers increased by approximately 7% in the test months even though total PLAS hours available decreased by approximately 9% for the months.  Whether the reason for the increased time at our higher risk contractors was a direct result of the pilot test ground rules or of the increased management attention on the “critical suppliers” and RAMP accuracy could not be determined.  PLAS data captured for the pre-test period reflected “business as usual” whereas the pilot test data reflected on-going actions from contracts issued prior to the pilot and possibly contracts issued during the pilot test program.


Attachment 1 provides additional PLAS Data broken down by the number of contracts managed by exception for Contracts, Production, and Quality Assurance, as well as PLAS hours by month for Job Series 1102, 1103, 1106, 1107, 1150, and 1910, and by process codes 031A (Contract Receipt and Review), 085 (Supplier Quality Assurance), and 086 (Schedule and Delivery Management).  Again, the analysis of the data resulted in conclusions not being drawn due to the numerous tasks that are charged to the process codes.  For example, a contract administrator would charge 031A when performing contract receipt and review, CAR Part A Section 1 Cleanup, responding to contractor’s questions, etc.  


LESSONS LEARNED


Figure 4 indicates, 4,083 contracts were reviewed from June 17, 2002 through October 2, 2002.  As previously discussed, DCMA Santa Ana’s LVLR Pilot was based on a three-prong strategy: contract risk, product/contractor risk, and readiness risk.  A summary of the results is shown on the next page:

BOAs/IDTC basic contracts being input into MOCAS as a firm fixed price supply contract.  It should be stated that the ACO (business) effort on these small dollar contracts, many which would have been part B contracts under past groundrules was not significant.  So while a great number were backed away from, ACO time saved was not proportional to the number of contracts meeting the LR/LV criteria.

DX rated contracts do not always reflect a SCD of A and vise versa, as required by FAR.  DSCR Richmond contracts/orders contain numerous SCD errors (i.e., contract shows C but MOCAS is showing A or B).  


DCMA Santa Ana recognized that an array of differing definitions of “criticality designators” exists within DCMA and various buying activities.   DCMA Santa Ana’s methodology for performing CRR and to provide a consistent approach at the team level, a single definition (Figure 5) for the assignment of the criticality designator and the criticality designator criterion was utilized.

Critical application items are driving quality workload.  Typically, the Quality Assurance Representative (QAR) interprets “critical application item” to mean that the contract is to receive attention over and above a non-critical item. However, unless there is further guidance, (e.g. Quality Assurance Letter of Instruction (QALI), technical data package reference, drawing call-out) the QAR will not know what is “critical” about the product, thus, will not know how to tailor his oversight. In this case, if the contractor has good history, the QAR, in all likelihood, will handle the contract routinely. This fact becomes even more certain if the contractor is a distributor because the QAR is one step removed from the producer; type, count, and condition is likely to prevail.


In addition, the “critical application item” designation appears frequently on orders not containing the higher-level quality requirement clause but containing inspection and acceptance at source. Another instance is when a contract is for a Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) item and designates “critical application item” as well as Government Source Inspection (GSI). The conventional wisdom in this case is a cynical “That’s how the PCO levies GSI on a contract without having to include a higher-level quality requirement.” 


Assuming managers wish to assign their full time equivalents (FTE) in accordance with sound risk management practices, in the absence of technical amplification from the PCO, and contractor history not dictating otherwise, the manager will agree with the QAR’s designation of the contractor as low or medium-risk routine.  Thus, FTEs can be applied to critical and high-risk routine contractors. Essentially, “critical application item” designation was a minor player in the risk analysis exercise. 


What is required to give “critical application item” real meaning to DCMA is a consistent definition from buying activities combined with a clear and consistent expectation from them relative to what DCMA should do when a critical application item is so designated.


GENERAL COMMENTS


The process adds a tremendous workload to the POC/Alternate that is responsible for determining who to release the contract/modification to in EDW.  Reviews are time consuming; thus preventing the journeymen level reviewers from performing their normal duties in a timely manner.   At the onset of the LVLR project, a PLAS program code was not established.  However, a PLAS program code will be established for the remainder of the pilot.  This will allow the tracking of the LVLR effort separately from all other activities associated with the 031A PLAS process code.  Therefore, in using 031A in an attempt to determine the amount of effort expended while performing LVLR CRR, we also captured hours reflecting all other activities normally charged to 031A.


There was lag time between contracts being entered into MOCAS and when they flowed into EDW and vice versa.  Numerous contracts were in MOCAS, however, the contracts were not available in EDA or Procurement Gateway.


Although the purpose of LVLR is to not perform CAS on low-value low-risk items, when there is a payment problem, a delinquency problem, a customer request to look into an issue, etc., DCMA Santa Ana would and did get involved to assist in remedying the situation.  This data was not captured in the LVLR database.


The One Book indicates that when contracts do not include significant technical requirements or are off the shelf items, that the DCMA specialists must contact the buying commands in writing and recommend that source inspection not be used in future contracts of this nature.  Under the LVLR Pilot Program for initial CRR, if the reviewer could not determine significant technical requirements, the contract was determined to be managed by exception and released, thus, placing it on autopilot until it was ready to ship.  We ignored One Book guidance and did not identify nor solicit those buying commands that do not place significant technical requirements on contracts, to recommend source inspection not be used on future contracts.


SUMMARY


During the period of this test, DCMA Santa Ana PLAS data, reflected a shift of effort to higher risk contractors.  The specific cause of this shift is difficult to determine, but it was the desired outcome of the test, so we’ll take it!  


It is essential to note that you cannot simply count the number of contract meeting the criteria and determine a potential savings from reduced oversight.  The amount of time that becomes available for reallocation is dependent on several factors.  First, by function.  Second by customer direction., i.e. GSI.  Third, by contractor.  For example, if you have a large number of LR/LV contracts at a residency which also has high risk/high dollar contracts, you may save little even.


Most contractors add cost to their quotations/proposals to include the cost for Government Source Inspection (GSI).  If LVLR contracts were issued with inspection and acceptance at destination, the buying commands would be in a position to request a price reduction from the total contract amount.  This would generate a cost savings for the services.


Consideration needs to be given to various DCMA metrics due to implementation of LVLR.  If a contract is managed by exception, CAR Part A Section 1 Cleanup percentages would undoubtedly increase.  ALERTS coverage would require adjustment for the excepted contracts.

		Contracts (other than those designated “A”) for items needed to maintain a Government or contractor production or repair line, to preclude out-of-stock conditions or to meet user needs for non-stock items.

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DCMA Indianapolis Pilot-Site Summary Report


Low Value / Low Risk (LV/LR) Initiative

CMO Overview:



DCMA Indianapolis is a “geographic” CMO responsible for those contracts assigned to DCMA for administration, awarded to contractors located in the state of Indiana. DCMA Indianapolis is somewhat unique in that it has three subordinate TLFA Commands as listed below: 


DCMA South Bend - South Bend, IN


DCMA Raytheon Technical Services Company - Indianapolis


DCMA Rolls Royce - Indianapolis, IN



It should be noted that the last two listed above are basically resident (single contractor - “PRO” like environment) locations. DCMA Indianapolis is comprised of six “Operations” Teams: one Team at each of the three TLFA’s (listed above) and three other Teams reporting into the CMO Contract Operations Group.  


CMO LV/LR Implementation:



DCMA Indianapolis formed an IPT to analyze and develop a proposed methodology for implementation of the LV/LR Initiative at DCMA Indianapolis. Based upon the IPT presentation, DCMA Indianapolis Senior Leadership elected to implement the LV/LR initiative on a contract by contract basis (versus contractor, process, etc.).  It was decided to screen all contracts received by those teams assigned geographically dispersed contractors (impacting three of the six Operations Teams). As of Sep 30, 2002, the sample base would have comprised approximately 180 active contractor CAGE Codes.



Each participating Team reviewed and recorded every “ODO” contract received during the period of June 15 - September 30, 2002, assessed the applicability the LV/LR Initiative, and recorded the results (including reasons for exemption from the LV/LR Initiative) on the applicable spreadsheet contained on their team “shared” drive.



As previously advised, DCMA Indianapolis did not (repeat - did not) begin to PLAS by CAGE Code until after we were invited to participate in this initiative (implementation began May 1, 2002), therefore, historical comparison information is basically nonexistent.


CMO LV/LR Results:



In accordance with Mr. Zimmerman’s request, the summary information has been incorporated into the standardized spreadsheet information with PLAS and RAMP query information added by Mr. Ed Modic.  That information is contained in the attachment below.  Please note that a few very minor adjustments were necessary to the Ed’s spreadsheet results (which I have highlighted in bold). These few changes were required due to subsequent RAMP data uploads, modifications revising CAGE Codes, etc. 


CMO LV/LR Observations: 

During the 3½ month Low Value-Low Risk test from June 16- September 30, 2002, 1035 new contracts were received by DCMA Indianapolis.  Seventy-two percent (72%) of the total contracts included in the study met one or more of the "risk" factors resulting in the contracts/orders being treated outside the LV/LR model. It should also be noted that the spreadsheet reflects only those contractors receiving contracts during the test period which met the LV/LR criteria (thus 840 reflected on the spreadsheet vs. 1035). 


1. As stated in previous reports, inclusion of those contracts designated as “Critical Application” and / or “Surveillance Criticality Designator A or B” would have added an additional 425 contracts / orders to our overall results, increasing our results from 296 to 721.   


2. Although formal documented contract review was not required on low risk/low value contracts during the test, the review required to determine if any risk factors apply required basically the same amount of time as was actually being dedicated to the formal contract reviews.  


3. Most of the contract administration and surveillance efforts on most contracts is performed during the month prior to shipment (e.g. Alerts Delay Notices, final DCMA inspection and acceptance etc.).  Since shipment on many of the contracts received during the test will not occur until the test is over, most of the personnel resource savings, if any, would occur after the test was completed.


4. The Procurement Technicians must open the contracts in MOCAS to release them (or they will drop out of MOCAS).  Based upon the feedback that we received, it takes no more time to do the data integrity review on the small dollar value low value/low risk contracts than it would take to look up the contracts in the spreadsheet to determine if a data integrity review is required.


5. During the test period, some time was spent in accessing contracts and documents in EDW and MOCAS and in going from screen to screen between slow software applications.  The test did not reduce this effort on low value/low risk contracts since the test did not significantly reduce the need to use EDW and MOCAS. 


6. As stated above, for DCMA Indianapolis, no valid PLAS comparisons can be performed since PLAS hours data by CAGE code was collected for such a short time  prior to the beginning of the LV/LR test.  Please note on the spreadsheet, Mr. Modic’s formula divided our May PLAS hours by 6 thinking that there was 6 months (January-May) of PLAS data by CAGE available.

Executive Summary 


The Policy/Metrics Streamlining Tiger Team, established by DCMA HQ, initiated a test program at selected Contract Management Office (CMO) pilot sites to develop methods for performing contract management, by exception, on low value and/or low risk routine contracts.  The desired outcome of the test is the ability to reallocate functional resources to higher risk contracts as a result of reducing the resources expended performing contract management on low value/low risk contracts.  Mr. Bruce Zimmerman, Deputy Commander, DCMA Seattle, presented the test concept to the DCMA Atlanta leadership on May 17, 2002.  



The concept, as presented, suggested application of the test parameters to individual low value/low risk contracts assigned to the CMO for contract administration.  After reviewing the CMO’s workload and applying the test parameters, we decided to approach the test at the contractor level.  Our ability to collect PLAS data at the CAGE code level facilitated this decision.  Rather than applying the criteria to individual contracts, we applied it to a contractor’s active workload in determining test participants.  In terms of scope, the criteria were applied across the organization, with the exception of two teams at the Lockheed Martin Greenville facility, since their workload consists of aircraft contracts that are program-managed.  We also expanded the dollar value threshold from $100K to $250K.   



We developed a screening process for new contract awards to low value/low risk contractors.  ACOs successfully used this process to mitigate the risk of not performing contract review on all new receipts.  Through an established query by special provision codes and dollar amounts, ACOs could use a spreadsheet to determine contracts that required further review.  As a result, we recommend suspension of the ACO/CA contract receipt and review process for low value/low risk contractors, and substituting our locally devised process.  


We also recommend reconsideration of the need for Industrial Specialists performing production surveillance; we saw no significant decrease in on-time delivery.  We disengaged from performing active surveillance on all deliveries at the selected contractors.  This included production surveillance category A, B, and C contracts.  We did, however, respond to all customer requests for information on these deliveries.  The result was a 50 percent reduction in production surveillance hours.  We recommend that this reactive mode of production surveillance be adopted.  Long term, we would expect that the “paper delinquency” rate may go up on this family of contractors, since we did see examples during the test.    


Regarding the subject of production surveillance, we recommend suspending surveillance of SCD C contracts, regardless of dollar value.

An additional concern in the reallocation of resources is ensuring a balancing of skills.  Particularly in the area of Quality Assurance, if QAR positions are reallocated to high risk contractors, there may be a potential imbalance of commodity certification.  


Our PLAS data for contractors in the test population indicates significant change in hours charged to our top 4 processes:  Supplier Quality Assurance, Contract Receipt and Review, Schedule and Delivery Management, and Contract Closeout.  


To date, we have not received any complaints or adverse opinions from customers regarding our level of disengagement.  Reducing our quality effort to the minimum requirement appeared to be very effective.  We spent less than 25 minutes per DD Form 250 processed during the test period.  The time did not vary significantly between inspections and alternate release procedures (ARP). However, given the test period was only 3 months, it is difficult to gauge the impact on the customer at this time.  


Our recommendation is to integrate the processes and methods employed under the test to the agency’s approach to performing contract management.  A risk-based approach requires effort and attention be devoted to areas where problems are likely to occur and will have more dire consequences if they do.  The shift in focus may very well result in being unaware of anomalies in the low value/low risk arena.  The agency must be prepared to confront this issue.    


Background of Test:


The Low Value/Low Risk test was initiated to determine methods of reallocating resources from low value/low risk contracts to high risk contracts.  Pilot sites for the test were selected and briefed on outcomes, business rules, and data collection requirements.  The objectives of the test are to:  reallocate functional resources to higher risk contracts by reducing contract management effort on low value/low risk contracts and increasing effort on high/moderate risk contracts, identify areas where FAR/DFARS waivers or DOD level approvals may be required to facilitate disengagement from low value/low risk work, identify areas where we can engage with customers to facilitate further disengagement, and collect data to validate redistribution of resources.    


Description of CMO Environment:


DCMA Atlanta is a geographically dispersed organization covering approximately 160,000 square miles encompassing Georgia, North and South Carolina, and the eastern half of Tennessee.  Throughout theses states, DCMA Atlanta has 9 operations group area teams that provide contract administration services within proximity of their assigned contractors.  In addition, three teams are located under a tertiary command at Lockheed Martin in Greenville, SC, which is a major aircraft program, overhaul and repair facility.  We currently have 666 active contractors with an active contract workload of approximately 5,622 contracts.  The associated unliquidated obligation is $1,200,336,820 ($360,572,297 for ODO contracts and $839,764,523 for all others).  An organization chart is provided at Attachment 1.


DCMA Atlanta supports other CMOs by providing specialty services such as CPSRs (8 states), Plant Clearance (7 states), Termination Settlement (14 states), Security Oversight (10 states), and Non-Procurement Instrument Administration (9 states). 


Description of Test Process at the CMO:

Test Parameters



We began the test on June 16, 2002



We collected workload, PLAS, and RAMP data for January through April 2002.  After stratifying the data, we convened a meeting with Technical Assistance Group process owners and Operations Group area team leaders to discuss the information provided by the Tiger Team, i.e., test proposal, test parameters, and data requirements, and our internal data analysis.  



An initial consideration in developing an approach was an extensive amount of contracts that were designated Part A because the contract value was over $100K.  There were no special clauses or provisions incorporated in these contracts, the dollar value was the singular Part A driver.  We noticed an additional area of opportunity existed for contracts valued between $100K and $250K; therefore, we increased our “low value” threshold to $250K.  The other consideration in developing an approach was the CMO’s ability to charge time spent on specific processes to a contractor’s CAGE code in PLAS. 



As a result, we decided to perform the test on a select pool of contractors, rather than contracts, using the following criteria:


· Contractors with predominately routine, Part B contracts.  Some contractors had a small number of Part A contracts that contained special provisions.  These contractors were not to be eliminated from consideration.  If the contractor were placed in the test, those contracts would receive full contract management, and the remainder would be managed by exception.    


· Contractors with a large amount of Part A ODO contracts, that would be designated Part B if they were not ODOs.  


· Contractors with a large amount of Part A contracts under $250K that do not have true part A criteria other than the dollar amount.


An initial group of test candidates was established using these criteria applied to contract receipts from January through April 2002.  This group was filtered using MOCAS data, and applying Contracts and Readiness risk criteria.  Each operations area team leader further refined the list of candidates using the Contracts, Product/Contractor, and Readiness criteria.  This yielded 107 contractors for the test population.  We decided against retroactive application, as well as future additions or deletions from the test population.  



Workload for contractors placed in the test population would be reviewed for a “by exception” or “full contract management” determination.  Work to be performed on an exception basis was identified for each functional element (Attachment 2).  Because complete disengagement was not a viable option, we identified a “minimum work effort” to be accomplished for each functional element (Attachment 2).  This represents the absolute minimum amount of work that must be performed on a contract managed by exception.



The following definitions were applied to the test population in determining how contracts would be managed:



Full Contract Management:  Although awarded to a contractor in the Low Value/Low Risk Test, we are to apply full contract management services to this contract.  Our administration must be One Book and DCMA Atlanta SOP compliant.



By Exception:  Awarded to a contractor in the Low Value/Low Risk Test and is considered a low-risk contract for one or more functional areas.  Administration should apply a risk based, streamlined exception to One Book and DCMA Atlanta SOP requirements.  Apply minimal contract management resources, until and unless something occurs.      


Process Changes

· EDW Workflow Changes:  EDW workflow changes were made so that all contract receipts for test contractors were routed to the QAR only, with the exception of contracts having inspection/acceptance at destination.  The QAR performed product/contractor risk reviews, and made exception or full contract management determinations.  A readiness risk review was conducted and the IS notified of SCD A or B contracts.   The QAR also determined if the contract should be routed to other areas, e.g., Safety, Hazardous Material, Nuclear, Software, and Environmental.  For those contracts, operations area team leaders identified the routing requirements (routed by CAGE to an individual other than the QAR).  EDW “Default” personnel were advised to release documents for test contractors into the workflow.  Contract review for Transportation and Engineering was conducted on a reactive basis, i.e., only if a request or inquiry was received.  


· Contract Receipt and Review:  ACOs and Contract Administrators were relieved of the responsibility to perform Contract Receipt and Review activities on contracts awarded to test contractors.  Each month, a listing of new contract receipts with dollar values and special provision codes was provided for each operations area team.  The ACO reviewed the list for any new receipts that had a dollar value or special provision codes that warranted further review.  This enabled a selective contract review process, targeting high value and/or potentially high risk contracts based on the Contracting risk criteria. 


· RAMP:  No system updates were made for test contractors.  A standard statement regarding the low value/low risk test was developed and provided for each operations team to input in the overall narrative section in RAMP.  


· PLAS:  A local PLAS program code was established to track “exception” work by process, for a given contractor’s CAGE code. The time entered to this program code was documented on spreadsheets, by team, posted on our shared network drive.  For the “minimum work effort” expended at the test facilities, PLAS was documented using the applicable process, CAGE, and program codes.  This process change facilitated the test, because it provided a means to capture time spent on exception efforts versus minimum work effort for test contractors.   


Tools Developed

· “By Exception”:  A spreadsheet to document exception actions only was developed for each operations area team and placed on our shared network drive.  The spreadsheet documented the following information: Date, Contractor, CAGE, Contract Number, PLAS Process Code, Function, PLAS Hours, and Reason for Exception.     


· “Low Risk Contracts Received”: This spreadsheet was provided to teams each month listing all new Part A contracts received during the month for test contractors.  The spreadsheet was used to determine if new contracts were to be managed by exception, or if full contract management was necessary.


· “(Team Name) Schedule Data Pulled (date)”: Teams performed a monthly readiness review using this spreadsheet that identified, by low risk and other than low risk, delinquent schedules, as well as, delivery schedule projections for the next 30/60/90/120 days along with the criticality designator.  If test contractors had SCD A or B contracts, a decision was made to either manage by exception or to provide full contract management.


· “Risk Percentage By Team”:  Enabled teams to review/compare on-time delivery percentages for low risk and other than low risk contractors on a monthly basis.


· “Delay Notice Coverage Risk Stratified”:  Enabled teams to review/compare delay notice coverage percentages for low risk and other than low risk contractors.


· “(Month) Delay Notice Coverage Early Pull (date)”:  Schedules that were due for the reporting period IAW Performance Goal 1.4.3 - Delay Notice Coverage.  The data is compiled the 1st of the month so teams can take action before the 15th of the month, when the data for the metric is pulled.  Contracts are identified by low risk and other than low risk.


· “(Team Name) On-Time Data Early Pull (date)”:  Schedules that were due for the reporting period IAW Performance Goal 1.4.1 – On-Time Deliveries.  The data is compiled the 1st of the month so teams can take action before the 15th of the month, when the data for the metric is pulled.  Contracts were identified for low risk and other than low risk.

Results of Test:

The CMO received 735 contracts for test contractors during the test period. Of those, 182 were SCD A or B, and further review indicated 114 were accurately coded.  Also, 40 of those contracts received contained special provisions or clauses (5 with First Article, 1 with Progress Payments, and 34 with Dangerous/Hazardous Materials).
