Evaluating Travel Costs

In quoting travel expenses, the contractor will usually specify:

· The round trip distance of the trip;

· The number of persons traveling;

· Labor category of persons travelling;

· Transportation costs;

· Per diem expenses to cover overnight accommodations and meals;

· Automobile rental fees;

· And other associated costs; and 

· Identify tasks in the sow to which the trips are related.  The trip may be allocated to more than one contract.
