Evaluating Direct Engineering Labor




Drawings and Technical Data

When reviewing the contractor's estimate on Technical Manuals, the analyst should evaluate the number of typed pages and illustrations. 

· Again, look for historical data on previous jobs where they completed technical manuals and compare the hours incurred against the number of pages completed.

· If no historical data are available, Air Force manual LS-24 estimates hours by the number of pages required for technical data, reports and manuals. It also estimates the number of hours for drawings.  If Computer Aided Design (CAD) tool is to be used in developing drawings, the LS-24 handbook is not applicable. In this case, engineering judgement and experience with the specific CAD system would be used to arrive at an agreeable estimate.
