Determining Leveled Time

Standard Time Components
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The components of standard time are shown in the diagram at right.





Each component is made up of allowances for various categories of time consuming activities.





The sum of the leveled time, PF&D, and special allowances is the standard time for accomplishing a task.





This standard time can be used in estimating the labor hours for an effort
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
