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Definitions: 
- “Legacy Report” means a report issued by a DCMA functional specialist or DCAA auditor documenting findings based 
on business system clauses dated prior to May 18, 2011. 
-  “Legacy Determination” means a determination issued by a CO as other than “approved” or “disapproved” based on 
terms and conditions of business system clauses dated prior to May 18, 2011.   
 

May 18, 2011:  Effective date of DFARS Interim Rule 
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CBAR Selections for Legacy Determinations 
 
Approved:  CO issued a legacy determination 
finding the business system to be approved, 
adequate, acceptable, or no non-compliances 
found. 
 
Disapproved:  CO issued a legacy determination 
finding the business system to be disapproved. 
 
Not Evaluated:  CO’s legacy determination used 
terminology other than “approved” “adequate,” 
“acceptable,” or “no non-compliances found” or 
“disapproved,” then the business system status 
should be entered as “Not Evaluated” until a 
follow-up review is completed and the CO issues a 
final determination “approving” or “disapproving” 
the business system.  
 
Not Applicable: Requirement to maintain the 
business system does not exist.
