Air Force GFM

When GFM listings of shipments of GFM furnished to contractors are provided by the Services, PAs shall use these listings to independently verify that the contractor has received the GFM listed and that it has been properly posted to the contractor’s records.  Upon receipt of an initial GFM listing on a contract, the Property Administrator should accomplish a verification to ensure that the GFM has been received and that it has been properly posted to the contractor’s records.   The sampling guide in DoD 4161.2-M should be utilized when 100 percent verification is impractical.  Discrepancies should be reconciled promptly.   If the verification of the initial GFM listing reveals the contractor is receiving and posting the GFM to its records satisfactorily, the PA may accomplish verification of future listings during the performance of the next PCSA.  However, if the PA uncovers discrepancies during any listing verification, the discrepancies should be reconciled, and upon receipt of the next GFM listing, another listing verification should be accomplished to ensure receipt of GFM is correctly posted to contractor records.  Verification of the GFM listing can be accomplished as a purposive sample during performance of the PCSA.  Repeated discrepancies may indicate systemic deficiencies in the contractor's property control system, which should be considered in the risk assessment rating and be a focus area of the next PCSA.
