SUBJECT:  Safety Indemnification Process

In an effort for DCMDW to provide the best possible contract administration service, we would like to provide some clarification regarding guidelines which were established jointly by the Air Force and DCMA for the safety indemnification process.  The DCMDW Contract Safety office recently worked a safety indemnification request for your activity.  They received a copy of the package from one of our Insurance Reviewers, Mr. Manny Teles.  While the insurance group handles their portion of indemnification requests at the District level, Contract Safety has not handled indemnification requests through this office for over two years.  This function was performed at District level for you this time as a courtesy to expeditiously forward the needed information to you, since this was a short suspense.  However, to do this, they circumvented the system that has been set in place within DCMA.  

The process DCMA currently follows for safety indemnification requests is delineated in the Air Force Indemnification Guide, page 43.  The DCMA Preaward Survey System (PASS) is utilized to request Contract Safety Specialists' verification of contractor compliance with applicable contractual safety requirements.  In addition to the steps outlined in the process, the package should also include descriptions of the prime as well as subcontractor's industrial safety programs, as the prime contractor is responsible for compiling this information and providing it in the indemnification request package.  (The package we received with this recent request only contained information on the prime contractor's safety program and not on the subcontractor's safety programs requesting indemnification.)  Be sure to identify a procurement document identifier (the solicitation number or contract number), the prime and subcontractors for which this verification is needed, and a suspense for when the response is required.  The Air Force Indemnification Guide recommends submitting the SF 1403 to the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) with cognizance over the prime contractor.  What we suggest is that you access our DCMA home page (www.dcma.mil) to find names of preaward managers at the various geographic locations and contact them directly, as this will expedite the process.

Once the SF 1403 is received, the preaward manager for the prime contractor electronically sends the request to the preaward managers whose activities have Contract Safety Specialists with geographic cognizance over the prime and subcontractors.  These individuals perform their reviews and all reports are input into the PASS.  Reports are electronically mailed back to the preaward manager cognizant of the prime.  All signatures in the system are electronic signatures.  The preaward manager over the prime signs the package and then forwards the complete package to the buying activity either electronically (if you are linked to our system) or by providing hard copies by fax or other means.     

We understand from talking with Mr. Manny Teles, our Insurance Reviewer, and also with Ms. Alicia Williams of your office, that your activity is in the process of preparing two more indemnification requests related to this program.  To expedite future safety indemnification requests, we recommend your office follow the process we have provided above, and email the SF 1403 directly to Mr. Paul Bromund, the DCM Boeing, Huntington Beach Preaward Manager, so he can collect the information you require in the most expedient manner.
