APPENDIX – J

J.1 SCOPE:

· This Appendix establishes and defines codes to be used in describing military packaging methods and materials.  The information in this Appendix is intended for compliance.

J.3 GENERAL REQUIREMEMTS

J.3.1 CODE SYSTEM:

· The Packaging Requirement Code (PRC) developed using this system shall be in the sequence and number of positions shown on Figure A1, page 39.
· J.3.2.1 ADDING CODES:

· Military agencies desiring to have a requirement added to a table shall request the preparing activity to establish a code and publish it in the next revision. 

J.4 DETAILED REQUIREMENTS

J.4.1 GENERAL CODE REQUIREMENTS:

· Alphabetical Codes are “O” and “OO”.

· Numeric Codes “0” or “00” indicate that the field does not apply to the package.
· Codes “X” or “XX” indicate that the requirement is in the method or preservation.
(Exception:  “X” in the Cushioning Thickness field means cushion as required to protect the item).

· Codes “Z” or “ZZ” indicate that supplementary or special requirements apply which are not represented by the code symbols. When either of these symbols is used in an acquisition document, details of the requirement shall be provided with the document.  Note:  Navy Special Packaging Instructions (SPIs) must be downloaded from the Naval Logistics Library website.

J.4.2, PRESERVATION METHODS TO J.4.14, SPECIAL MARKINGS:

· Preservation Methods – The military methods of preservation codes are listed in Table J.I, including a cross-reference to MIL-P-116J.  Each of these military methods of preservation is described in detail in paragraph 5.2.3 on page 13. 

· Specialized Preservation -  These codes are in the same field as military methods of  preservation codes, are found in Table J.I.a, and used to amplify the basic method by providing a more descriptive requirement.

· Quantity per Unit Pack (QUP):
Code    in clear      Quantity   001 through 999 

             BLK                            Bulk

             ZZZ                             Special requirement, refer to supplemental data.

· Cleaning – Table J.II lists the cleaning requirement codes in alphabetical order.

· Preservative – Table J.III lists the contact preservative codes with the applicable preservative specification with Grade, Type and Class.  Table J.IIIa lists the specifications of the preservatives in specification number sequence.

· Wrapping Material – Table J.IV lists the wrapping material codes with the applicable wrapping material specification with Grade and Type.   Table J.IVa lists the specifications of the wraps in specification number sequence.         

· Cushioning and Dunnage – Table J.V lists cushioning and dunnage material codes with applicable specification with Grade, Type and Class.   Table JVa lists the specifications of the cushioning materials in specification number sequence. Note:  ASTM D 4727 has replaced PPP-F-320.

· Cushioning Thickness – Table J.VI defines the minimum thickness of the cushioning material required around the entire item.

· Unit and Intermediate Container – Table J.VII lists the unit and intermediate container codes with applicable specification with Grade, Type, Style and Class.  Table J.IIIa lists the specifications of containers in specification number sequence.  

Notes:  ASTM D 5118 replaced PPP-B-636, ASTM D 5168 replaced PPP-B-640, and ASTM D6251 replaced PPP-B-576.  Codes “DO”, “FO” and “MO” should reference paragraph J.4.9.1 not 5.9.1.  

· Options – When the selected code allows an option in the selection of the container, the weight and size limitations of the container specification will apply (reference J.4.9.1) 

· Unit Container Level – Table J.VIII lists unit container level codes.  It is important to note that when code “O” is given in an acquisition document the unit container is not an acceptable shipping container, meaning the unit container must be placed in a shipping container.

· Optional Procedure Indicator Codes – Table J.VIIIa. lists Optional Procedure Indicator codes.  The two most commonly used codes are:

O = Options can be exercised, basic preservation method shall be retained, DOD approved materials must be used, and equal or better protection shall be given the item with no increase in cost.

Note:  Consideration should be given to informing the acquisition activity of any changes in the prescribed packaging.

M = All packaging data is mandatory and no substitutions are permitted.

· Unit Packs per Intermediate Container (ICQ):

            ZZZ                             Special requirement, see drawing or instruction

· Packing – Table J.IX lists the codes that indicate the type of shipping container for military packing.   Table J.IXa lists the codes for minimal packing.  Some of the most commonly used codes are:

E = ASTM D 4169, DC 18, AL 1 (Equal to Level A packing).

F = Packing is not required.  Unit container serves as the shipping container.

Q = Pick a container from Table C.II that meets the packing level specified.

R = ASTM D 4169, DC 18, AL 2 (W/R container equal to Level B packing).

U = Commercial container that meets mode of transportation regulations.

· Special Marking – Table J.X lists the codes for special markings.  Some of the most commonly used codes are:

ZZ = Special requirements.             51 = Marking in accordance with procedural spec.

03 = Method 50.                              39 = ESD marking applies.

32 = Type I, shelf life.                     33 = Type II, shelf life.

00 = No special marking required.
