Navy Special Emphasis Programs (NSEPs) Contract Identifiers 
 
The Navy, the public and private shipyards, the reactor plant planning yards use special codes to identify NSEP contracts and purchase orders.  If any of the following identifiers are included in the contract and/or purchase orders, the DCMA QA administration must be performed by a qualified NSEO QAR in accordance with the applicable portions of DCMA Navy Special Emphasis Programs QAR Instructions  and other customer imposed requirements.  Additional information on contract identifiers can be found in the program specific subsection of the NSEP QAR Instruction.
Naval Nuclear Propulsion Program (NNPP) contracts/purchase orders are identified by the issuing activity (i.e., NNPP Principal Suppliers, Bechtel Plant Machinery, Inc. (BPMI), Bechtel Bettis Atomic Power Laboratory (Bettis), Lockheed Martin Knolls Atomic Power Laboratory (KAPL), or the Reactor Plant Planning Yards (Electric Boat Department 472 and Newport News Department E83).  Otherwise, NSTR-2000 provides the identification of NNPP contracts.  NNPP contractors are designated as Principal NSEP Suppliers and DCMA is aware of these contractors.  A list of the active Principal NSEP Suppliers is available from the DCMA NSEP POCs or NSTR-PGH.
Nuclear Plant Material (NPM) contracts/purchase orders are identified by one of the following:
· Quality Assurance Letter of Instruction (QALI) or Letter of Delegation (LOD) states " “Critical Application Item” and “DCMA NSEP QAR Instruction, Subsection 2, applies” the old statement which may be seen on occasion is “DLAR 8225.1, Encl. 4 applies”.
· Special Material Identification Codes (SMICs):  The National Stock Number (NSN) has one of the following SMICs in the suffix: X1, X2, X3, X4, X5 or X6 
· Procuring activity is NAVICP Code 87. 
· Individual Repair Part Ordering Data (IRPOD) is part of the contract/purchase order.  With the exception of the NAVICP Code 87 Moored Training Ship (MTS) buys, all contracts with an IRPOD will also have a QALI.
· Some NPM QALIs/LODs may have LEVEL I (LI1) stamped on the front-page but state that “DCMA NSEP QAR Instruction, Subsection 2A applies”.  These orders should not be mistaken as Level I1.  
· Contract number starts with N00104 and the procuring activity is "NAVICP Code 87".
· LI1/Target is also another NPM identifier and the contract/purchase order will be from a Shipyard. Confirm this by looking at the NSN SMIC or by the reference to NPM documents.  
· LODs from NNPP principal NSEP suppliers must be administered as NPM orders.  
· Contracts from Bechtel Plant Machinery Inc. (BPMI), Bettis Atomic Power Laboratory, and Knolls Atomic Power Laboratory with QALIs/LODs from the Assistant Naval Sea Systems Technical Representative (ANSTR) or Naval Sea Systems Command Technical Representative (NSTR) will be handled as NPM contracts.

Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Inventory Control Points and Buying Activities – These contracts are not part of the NSEP and the material should not be considered as NPM within the context of this Instruction.  Although some of these DLA/Defense Supply Center (DSC) contracts are identified as “Critical Application Items”, and may contain an IRPOD and/or a QALI, the requirements of this Instruction and Subsection do not apply.  The QAR must still perform surveillance to the requirements of the DLA/DSC QALI, as applicable.
Level I (LI)  contracts/purchase orders are identified by one of the following:
· Level I is printed or stamped on the front page of the contract. 
· NSN suffix is: LI, S1, C1, CP, P1, SB, VG, Q3, Q5 
· Contract number starts with N00104 
General Dynamics Electric Boat Division LI/SS contracts/purchase orders use the following codes: 
· Level I Material 
· Level 9 Material 
· Level Q Material 
· Level 8 Material - Material utilized on the following SUBSAFE categories not designated as Level I or Level 9 but which require submarine material certification:

Scope of Certification
Four new Scope of Certification (SOC) Special Material Identification Codes
(SMIC's) D5,D6,D7 and D8 have been developed and SMIC codes D4 and D0 have
been rewritten to better define and support Material Control Divisions
(MCD's) A,B and C.

Below are the definitions for SOC SMIC's D5, D6, D0, D4, D7 and D8.  SMIC's D5
and D6 were created for MCD "A" items.  The definitions for SMIC's D0 and D4
were rewritten to represent MCD "B".  
The System Certification Procedures and Criteria Manual for Deep Submergence
Systems Manual SS800-AG-MAN-010P-9290, Chapter 3, paragraph 3.3.1 may be
used to further define MCD's A,B and C. 



SMIC = D5: An item that supports the Deep Submergence Program
and is considered Scope of Certification MCD "A" material.  Each item has
undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets the requirements of the
applicable specification and /or drawing and is certified for use in DSS-SOC
applications.  Items shall be permanently marked or tagged with a unique
number traceable to the OQE.

SMIC = D6: An item that requires special cleaning and
packaging for oxygen/nitrogen service (MIL-STD-1330/MIL-STD-1622 critical
clean) and is considered Deep Submergence Program Scope of Certification MCD
"A" material.  Each item has undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets
the requirements of the applicable specification and /or drawing and is
certified for use in DSS-SOC applications.  Items shall be permanently
marked or tagged with a unique number traceable to the OQE.


SMIC = D0: An item that requires special cleaning and
packaging for oxygen/nitrogen service (MIL-STD-1330/MIL-STD-1622 critical
clean) and is considered Deep Submergence Program Scope of Certification MCD
"B" material.  Each item has undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets
the requirements of the applicable specification and /or drawing and is
certified for use in DSS-SOC applications.  Items shall have serialization
markings identified on a securely attached Ready For Issue (RFI) tag.


SMIC = D4: An item that supports the Deep Submergence Program
and is considered Scope of Certification MCD "B" material.  Each item has
undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets the requirements of the
applicable specification and /or drawing and is certified for use in DSS-SOC
applications.  Items shall have serialization markings identified on a
securely attached Ready For Issue (RFI) tag.


SMIC = D7: An item that supports the Deep Submergence Program
and is considered Scope of Certification MCD "C" material. Each item has
undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets the requirements of the
applicable specification and/or drawing and is certified for use in DSS-SOC
applications. Items shall have serialization markings identified on a
securely attached RFI tag.


SMIC = D8:An item that requires special cleaning and
packaging for oxygen/nitrogen service (MIL-STD-1330/MIL-STD-1622 critical
clean) and is considered Deep Submergence Program Scope of Certification MCD
"C" material. Each item has undergone Receipt Inspection to insure it meets
the requirements of the applicable specification and/or drawing and is
certified for use in DSS-SOC applications. Items shall have serialization
markings identified on a securely attached RFI tag.
